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Response to Context

London in the 21st century remains a center of architectural
activity. This issue introduces recent work in London. as well

as architecture from the 19th century through the modern
period, which could be called its progenitor. There are many
renovations and expansions of existing buildings, as well as
examples of district and area renewal as an alternative Lo scrap
and build. It is a picture of an “urban™ environment that has
matured through a dialog in the context of “time”, “place”. and
“society” — the “city” as the total accumulated memories of its
architecture and residents.

Do not cover everything with a single principle... Be inclined

to accept integration with others... This is what Nikolaus
Pevsner meant by his aesthetic concept of the Picturesque - a
free assemblage of parts, not based on grids, lines, or modules
but rather different things in their own places, each desirable

in its own way. This is also related to the idea of Eclecticism

- recognizing the coexistence of multiple principles. and is a
justification for contemporary “diversity”.

Style is an aesthetic concept dating from the 19th century, which
introduced organization by era or region. In architecture, once
a standard analysis of styles was established, the selection of a
style would dictate the plan, facade and even details. Regardless
of function, they would be decided according to the principles of
the style. Even major projects can be designed systematically. In
quolation, style was also a design system.

In renewal projects. where something is added to what another
architect has built. the relationship with the other becomes

an important issue. Despile the modern aversion to questions
of “style” and “ornament”, they cannot be avoided when the
original building is pre-modern architecture. In the modern
age, a legitimale way lo approach style and ornament has been
to abstract them as elements of “configuration™ On the level of
concrete realizations, many design inherit them not through
shapes but by means of the materiality of brick or stone.

In England. brick has been a significant material, both in the
past and in the present. Even when the building is reinforced
concrete, a cladding of brick tiles is often used for its expressive
texture. The classical architecture of Italy was built with marble,
but in England the material was Portland stone. Compared to
marble architecture, classical architecture in Portland stone
inevitably seems heavier and darker. In the 19th century,
proponents of the Gothic style said farewell to classicism but
were sympathetic to brick as a material from their own country.
In James Stirling’s Leicester Universily Engineering Building,

a late modernist work, brick tiles play an important role once
more as an expression of the functional tradition.

London began as a collection of villages. something which never
changed throughout its long history. Even today it inherits the
same basic urban structure. In addition to elements like parks,
square, and streets. individual buildings participate in clusters
that together make up a landscape or skyline. The memory of the
city is renewed as new layers are added. If the city is regarded as a
single large interior, the facades of individual buildings play a role
as elements that configure the interior.
