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Abstract

With the theme of “to be a civilized city of the world; the cultural vision of
Shanghai in the future” , Shanghai Cultural Development Report 2016 focuses on
important questions faced by Shanghai’s cultural development in 2016 and later in
the future. Laying its foundation on a thorough understanding of the latest condition
of Shanghai’s cultural development in 2015, this book makes a systematical
investigation into the new historical background faced by Shanghai’s cultural
development, forecasts its future development trend, and thus points out the main
directions and specific measures which can be taken to speed up the development
of Shanghai into an international cultural metropolis, and thus strengthen
Shanghai’s cultural soft power. The book consists of the following parts: a general
report, studies on public culture and cultural industry, urban spaces and
community building, urban cultural interchange, public culture, comparative
studies and case studies, wartime history and city memory.

Based on the active roles played by culture in economic promotion, urban
transformation and social harmony enforcement, and on the vision of turning
Shanghai into a world city in the future 30 years, the General Report analyzes the
new condition, new occurences, new questions and especially the new
opportunities and challenges faced by Shanghai in developing its urban culture in
the future 30 years against the new background in which Shanghai would fully carry
out its new strategy for innovation and transformation. It also puts forward the
possible strategy, corresponding measures and ideas for the development of urban
culture by way of comparative studies of international cities. Essays in the part one
‘Public Culture and Cultural Industry’ focus on the latest trend of Shanghai’s
culture , making deep researches into ‘one belt and one road’ , Shanghai’s cultural
industry, the probe and practice of Shanghai Center of Chinese Operas, the

construction of cultural centers in the districts and counties in Shanghai, the
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functional promotion of public culture, and the management of Shanghai Oriental
Art Center, and so on. Part three ‘ Urban Spaces and Community Construction’ ,
by studing the new construction of the community of Cao Yang Xincun, and the
protection made by Shanghai’s folk Huai Opera Troupe, tries to elaborate how to
generate the dynamics and vitality of local culture in the process of globalization.
Part 4 ‘ Urban Cultural Exchange’ makes a systematic study on the present
condition and questions of the urban cultural exchange via studies in fields such as
cultural exchange between cities of Hongkong, Macao and Taiwan, as cultural
propaganda of Shanghai, making corresponding proposals that could be put into
practice. Part 5 ‘ Comparative Study and Case Studies’ focuses on the advantages
and disadvantages of Shanghai’s intellectual economy and technological innovation
taking intellectual competitiveness as the core index to make comparative studies.
This part also studies how Yong Li street in Hongkong shapes its cultural image,
how Korean enterprises promote its culture oversee, all of which provide
experience for Shanghai’s cultural development. The last part of this book is a
special one since 2015 is the 70" anniversary of the victory of the war of China’s
resistance against Japan. It includes essays on the making and publishing of
Shanghai’s wartime history map, on the history and studies of Si Hang Storehouse
Museum, on the refugee area in the south of Shanghai in the period of wartime,
and on the studies and memorial activities of Jewish refugees in Shanghai. These
essays, in order to inherit the city memory by studies its history, demonstrate the
latest progress achieved in the area of historical studies on Shanghai in the
wartime, represent the profound cultural history of Shanghai and highlight the

cultural character of the city.
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
