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Preface

Ethnic Minority Crime is a kind of stylization analysis according to ethnic
identity of invaders and the achievement chooses indigenous minority crime in
Guizhou province as sample, probing into the common characteristics of Ethnic
Minority Crime in China, its causes and soluble strategies. The achievement is
divided into eight parts.

Introduction part introduces research significance, achievement’s design—
ing, research path and method.

Part One discusses the investigation of Chinese minorities from the perspec—
tive of Phenomenology. Ethnic Minority Crime has unique characteristics and is
very different from Han nationality Crime. For example, its types focus on the
crime of infringing upon personal rights, traditional crime of infringing property,
the crime of offence of custom and habit. In the way of committing a crime,
violent methods are frequently used. It is concluded that Ethnic Minority Crime
in China has the following features through the substantial research into 10 top
indigenous minorities’ crimes in Guizhou province and the combination of col—
lected data and material from the whole of nation: crime rate takes on overall
increasing trend; cultural education is relevant to crime; youths take up a high
proportion of crime subject; most of the criminals are peasants or the unem-
ployed; female criminals take up a high proportion as well as traditional natural
crime; new crimes are gradually increasing.

Part Two researches into the structural causes system of Ethnic Minority
Crime in China The causes of Ethnic Minority Crime form a system, including
surroundings causes and individuals causes. It is concluded that Ethnic Minority

Crime has an unique system of causes. Shortly speaking, environmental causes
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include economic background, human society and growing background. Econom-—
ic background includes poverty, low productive and living styles and develop—
ment of marketing economy. Human society includes low literacy and education,
presently —existing unhealthy culture, invasion of the outside and traditional
customs. Growing background includes educational shortage from family and
school and weak mechanism of social control. Individual element can be ex—
plained from the two perspectives of physiology and psychology. One is physio-
logical needs and the other is psychological needs, therefore, we could analyze
the cause of Ethnic Minority Crime from the perspectives of characteristic types,
distorted life value, out—dated moral viewpoints and weak legal awareness.

Part Three analyzes Ethnic Minority Crime and its strategies of problem,
which is carried out in macroscopic framework of Chinese national policy. The
project inspects national policies in Canada, Australia, Singapore, Russia,
South Africa, America and so on, and holds that national policies in respective
country develop regularly from barbarous to civilized process. Comprehensively
surveying the implementation of criminal laws in minorities regions in every his—
torical times, we find that it takes on a gradually equal process. How to under—
stand “Arrest less and Kill less” and “Generally lenient” and how to use the
two orders in minorities regions, taking the example of “Two less and One
loose” policy aiming to minorities” crimes, are both legal problems and impor-
tant elements of mastering national policies.

Part Four refers to legal control of Ethnic Minority Crime. To improve Eth—
nic Minority Crime based on ethnic flexible or supplementary laws, to discuss
criminal supplementary legal problems of Ethnic Minority, to define the property
of criminal flexible of supplementary laws in minorities’ autonomous regions and
to introspect the practices are abundant prepared experience. Ethnic criminal
customary law is an important part in Ethnic customary laws and it function in
protection of social orders in minorities’ regions can not be ignored. At present,
the most important is to critically exert Ethnic criminal customary laws.

Part Five refers to judicial control theory of Ethnic Minority Crime. Judicial
control and legal control are also important parts in legal control of Ethnic Mi-

nority Crime. The use of “ Severe Punishment” in minorities’ regions, the
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dealing with feudal superstition crime and the use of the policy about decrimi-
nalization and non—penalization are all important contents.

Part Six researches into social control of Ethnic Minority Crime. The best
social strategy is the best criminal strategy and it is harder to construct a social
control net, yet more efficient and comprehensive than legal control, Crime
control was divided into two types in Chinese history, namely, nation—oriented
type and society—oriented type. It is thought that Chinese traditional crime con-—
trol tends to nation—oriented type, but it has element of society—oriented with
the using of guidance of comprehensive administration. Under the guidance of
“Limited government” theory, Crime control will mostly rely on the control of
society oriented and China is in the transformative process of crime control of soci—
ety—oriented. After the retrospect of the practice of crime social control of Chinese
minorities, Research group thinks that attention should be paid to exerting the pos—
itive function of minority’s traditional customs, using and reforming some of mi—
norities’ old organized forms, taking the religious organized forms in minorities
regions, exerting the role of minorities’ elites, respecting and listening to the
opinions of minorities and training a convoy of law enforcement team.

Part Seven is a comparative outlook, refers to minorities’ rights and pro-
tection of human rights of Ethnic minority. The protection of human rights is
discussed in the framework of minorities and their rights. According to interna—
tional legal documents and referring to present theoretical achievements home
and abroad, we try to redefine minority, read Minority Right and think it in—
cludes equal rights and special rights. The contents of autonomous rights in mi-
norities’ autonomous regions are comprehensive and are guaranteed from sub-
stance to system. Since new China founded, there have been tremendous im—
provements in human rights of Ethnic Minority although there exists numerous
deficiencies. The protection of human rights of Ethnic Minority Crime includes
Ethnic Minorities’ protection as victims and invaders as well as the protection of

human rights of Ethnic Minority in criminal procedure.
