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Preface

Safety is the most basic needs of life,
Safety is the best wish of human beings,

In 2008, Chongging Municipal Committee and Municipal government made a
strategic decision to build “safe Chongging” and its objectives, “by 2012, main index
of safe Chongqing development tops in the west region and reaches first class in China,
and building Chongging into a Municipality with a good social order where people
enjoy life and investors feel assured” were brought up. A new chapter of building “Safe

Chongging”through public participation is opened.

For the past three years, Chongqing sticks to the development oriented on common
people’ s livelihood, seeing from the angle of meeting mass people’ s most direct and
basic safety needs, focusing on “Five safety issues”, including social safety, production
safety, food and medicine safety, residence safety and transportation safety, as well as
“Two kinds of development” on legal environment and law enforcement personnel, and
achieved impressive success!

the People’ s Superior Court of Chongqing, Municipal Procuratorate, Southwest
University and Southwest University of Political Science and Law, conscientiously
carried out study and practice and live up to the great expectations and received fruitful
results. Participants used “Action Learning” approach throughout study and practice,
conscientiously listened to lectures taught by experts from domestic and abroad, and
reflected on advanced theories and approaches of safe community; Participants had study
visit to Switzerland, Germany and Denmark, and went to local government, parliament,

police stations, prisons, Procuratorate and community to analyze the effective measures
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of safe community on the spot; Participants held research and survey in Chongqing and
other cities, carried out discussion and found out the right direction that are suitable for
the socialist road with Chinese characteristics to develop safe community. After repeated
research and continuous practice, formed a series of advice, planning and research
