In an old country like France, every space has been laid out,
down to each nook and cranny. A multitude of men, women,
and even children have worn themselves out putting to good
use the nature of the soil, the grade of the slope, the available
sunlight, and the water resources of even the tiniest parcel
to produce wines, fruits, cereal, forage for animals, aromatic
plants, linen, etc. The mountain forests are thick with trees for
procuring the wood necessary for shelter, warmth and housing
but also for profecting the valleys against the devastating
effects of torrential rains.

Humans were not satisfied with developing the soil alone. They
engraved their beliefs into their surroundings by constructing
numerous churches, they built towns and cities. The nobility
built majestic chateaus surrounded by luxurious parks in order
to affirm their power, and they erected citadels to defend
their territory. These works seem to have been carried out with
an aesthetic infenfion because they fit so harmoniously into
their sites. Is it an illusion? Is it possible to establish landscaping
projects involving a vast territory, shared by multiple owners who
have different objectives and who find themselves in different
situations? The guestion of large landscaping projects has not
been studied until very recently, and opinions diverge on the
subject...

There are those who believe that landscapes are nothing but
the mechanical consequence of agricultural, industrial and
commercial activities, of the need to build lodgings and to
guarantee a water source, to defend oneself against natural
catastrophes and enemy incursions. According to these people,
developing a landscaping policy af the scale of territory smacks
of misrepresentation, furthermore, landscape is an all-purpose
concept, utilised to in a political and even a television context,
or even fo share the memories of a voyage.
