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Mt. Huangshan, the primary miraculous
mountain in China. Situated in the south of An-
hui Province and stretching hundreds of miles, it
lies at 30" 1", north latitude and 118" 1"east lon-
gitude. The main scenic area covers 154 square
kilometres with Huangshi to the east, Xiaolinjiao
to the west, Erlong Bridge to the north and
Tangkou to the south.

In ancient times, Mt. Huangshan was named
Mt. Yi, but by the 6th year of Tianbao in the
Tang dynasty, it was changed to present name to
mark Emperor Xuanyuan who was known for
making medicine and restoratires here and eventu-
ally ascended to Heaven. The thirty — six giant
peaks stand around the precipices and gullies, the
Heavenly Capital and the Bright Summit peaks all
rise over 1800 metres above sea level. The six
main scenic spots of the Hot Spring, Cloud Val-
ley, Pine Valley, North Sea, Jade Screen and
Diaoqiao all have their own typical views.

The bizarre pines, fantastic rocks, a sea of
clouds and hot springs are the ‘ Four Wonders’ of
Mt. Huangshan. The ancient temples amidst the
deep forest are draped in a veil of mist which has
prerailed for hundreds of years. Snakes and tor-
toises long lived in the deep pools and caves. In-
side the area, more than 1450 species of plants
and a variety of 470 animals can be found. Over
200 carrings of precipices and inscripted tablets as
well as ancient temples and pavilions still exist
there.

Mt. Huangshan is a world full of magic, It
was proclaimed as the first group of national cele-
brated scenic spot by the State Council in 1982,
and enlisted by the UNESCO in the Inventory of
the “World’ s Cultural and Natural Heritage” in
1990. In 1993 it won “Qualified Scenic District
For Environmental Sanitation Management” and
