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Abstract

The Mekong River is an important international river flowing through China,
Mpyanmar, Laos, Thailand, Cambodia and Vietnam, with a total length of
4880km. It originates in Tanggula Mountains on the Qinghai-Xizang Plateau and is
known as the Lancang River in China. Since its establishment in 1992 GMS
cooperation has made some great achievements in many fields during the past two
decades due to the efforts of its member countries and the participations of
international community and some relevant international organizations. With the
extension in length and depth, GMS cooperation plays a more and more important
role in driving member countries’ economic and social development, boosting sub-
regional competitiveness and promoting Asian regional economic integration. It has
become a successful model for Asian regional economic cooperation and South-
South cooperation.

With GMS cooperation has made new progresses since 2014, China’s
participation in it is facing with new situations and tasks with changes in politics,
economics and international relations in the subregion. Taking all those factors into
consideration, GMS Study Center of Yunnan University completes the fifth annual
report on GMS cooperation after comprehensive studies on new changes in the
subregion since 2014. This report not only focuses on the hot spots and key issues
in GMS regions in the year of 2014, but also looks into its development tendency.

This report includes three parts, namely “General Report”, “Special Topics”
as well as “Province and Country Reports” . The first part “ General Report” makes
an overall analysis on GMS cooperation’s new progresses, challenges and China’s
participation in 2014 —2015. The second part *Special Topics” studies enhancing
GMS cooperation under the “Road and Belt” initiative, progresses and direction of
building GMS economic corridor, GMS countries’ relations with the US and EU

as well as their impact, and cooperation in water resources development. This part
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also makes suggestion for upgrading and improving GMS cooperation. The last

part “Province and Country Reports” analyzes political, economic and diplomatic
situations in GMS countries, as well as their impacts on subregional cooperation.
It also explores relevant GMS countries’ specific initiatives and policies for

promoting subregional cooperation, and make indepth studies on the effects
