A boy or a girl? That is usually the first question asked when a woman gives birth. Remarkably,
the answer varies with where the mother lives. In rich countries the chances of its being a boy are
about 5% higher than in poor ones. Equally remarkably, that ﬁgﬁre has been falling recently.
Several theories have been put forward to explain these observations. Some argue that smoking plays
a role, others that diet may be important. Neither of these ideas has been supported by evidence
from large studies. But new research points to a different factor. stress.

Strange as it might seem, the terrorist attacks of September 11th 2001 shed light on the enigma.
Studies noting the sex of babies conceived in New York during the week of the attacks found a drop
in the ratio of males to females. Taken together, the results suggest that acute stress to a woman at
the time of conception shifts the sex ratio towards girls. However, Carsten Obel, a researcher at
Aarhus, wondered if the same might be true of chronic stress too. In a paper just published in
Human Development, he shows that it is.

Dr. Obel used a set of data collected between 1989 and 1992. During that period 8, 719
expectant mothers were asked to fill in questionnaires that inquired, among other things, about their
level of stress. Dr. Obel found that the more stressed a mother had been, the less chance she had of
having given birth to a boy. Only 47% of children born to women in the top quartile of stress were
males. That compared with 52% for women in the bottom quartile. Dr. Obel suspects the immediate
cause is that male pregnancies are more likely to miscarry in response to stress than female
pregnancies are, especially during the first three months. However, that is difficult to prove. More
intriguing, though, is the ultimate cause, for he thinks it might be adaptive, rather than
pathological.

That is because the chances are that a daughter who reaches adulthood will find a mate and thus
produce grandchildren. A son is a different matter. Healthy, strapping sons are likely to produce lots
of grandchildren, by several women — or would have done in the hunter-gatherer societies in which
most human evolution took place. Weak ones would be marginalised and maybe even killed in the
cut and thrust of male competition. If a mother’s stress adversely affects the development of her
fetus, then selectively aborting boys, rather than wasting time and resources on bringing them to
term, would make evolutionary sense.

Ridiculing the old media of newspapers, topical magazines and the network evening newscast is
almost automatic these days. The sins of Jurassic journalism — laziness, timidity, hidden agendas,
political correctness and just being boring — have become old news. Yet the old-media stupid
journalists play a priceless psychological role that nearly everybody misses entirely: They don’ t drive
us crazy.

The essence of old-school journalism is making order out of a chaotic world. The reporters and
broadcast correspondents are out trying to find out what’ s going on and what it might mean. Then
their editors and news directors take this material and help refine it into an orderly presentation.
These stories tend to be reasonably coherent and internally consistent, if far from perfect.

The order that these editors impose on the world is artificial — a comforting illusion created by
familiar formats executed with skill founded on sound instincts and experience. These traditional
techniques tame the instability and uncertainty of reality.

Now, technology has fractured that monopoly with consequences that are already being felt if
not fully understood. An American today with computers in his home and office, and a handheld
computer disguised as a smart-phone in his pocket and car, lives in a dazzling mix of tweets, blogs,
news updates, Facebook posts, cellphone pictures and other fragmentary sources. Much of the news
has already made its first appearance on some digital screen long before it is published or broadcast
in old media.

Part of this new news comes from essentially unknown bloggers who may or may not have a
clear sense of the difference between gossip and reporting and may or may not much care. Then
there are the “citizen journalists” on the scene with their cellphone cameras in Tahrir Square or at
the fender-bender around the corner, and the folks continually posting newspaper or magazine
stories and YouTube clips on Facebook.

Every day, this new-news turbine churns out fresh pieces of information or novel insights.
Occasionally, fascinating glimpses of cloaked dealings are made public. Some people think the very
spontaneity of this flood of fact and fiction is its greatest value.

Yet this bonanza comes at a cost. Unrefined, unreliable, contradictory the new-news confronts
its consumers all day, every day, with a world that seems increasingly disordered and threatening.

Disorienting as it may be, perhaps this chaotic new realm is a truer expression of reality than
the more orderly fantasy nurtured so long by the old media. Yet I think we were better off as a
society when we had fallible but reasonable people sorting out what mattered and what you needed
to know about it.
