Jiang Zhaohe and Refugees

The famous Chinese painter, Jiang Zhaohe, was born into a poor family in Luzhou, Sichuan Province. He began to earn
money at the age of sixteen after his mother died. He later worked as a designer for the department stores called Xianshi, Xinx=
in and the Qihua Closing Company in Shanghai while he studied sketch, oil painting, sculpture and designs.

From 1929, Jiang successively took a teaching post at the National Central University in Nanjing and taught figure drawing
at the Central Academy of Fine Arts in Shanghai,

In 1932, when the Battle of Shanghai broke out on Jan. 28" in Shanghai, Jiang visited the frontline and made portraits for
Cai Tingkai and Jiang Guangnai, generals of the 19th Route Army , which were printed as the propaganda to boost the national
anti-Japanese war morale.

In 1935, Jiang moved to Beijing and founded a teaching studio. In 1936, he went to Chongaging for sketching and created
the unique modern ink figure painting. Jiang caused a sensation in the artistic circle of Beijing when he held the first solo paint-
ing exhibition.

After the Marco Polo Bridge Incident in 1937, Jiang remained in Beijing and worked as a sketching teacher at National
Beiping Art College. His ink paintings depicted the voice of people living in the occupied areas. In 1938, J.Leighton Stuart, the
president of Yenching University, invited Jiang to hold an exhibition and deliver a speech "What is Art" in the university. In 1940,
he published an album of Jiang Zhaohe's paintings and J.Leighton Stuart wrote the foreword for him. The people of Beijing were
deeply impressed by a number of works which descried the war and refugees, and also revealed the Japanese army's atrocity
and anticipated the victory of the Anti-Japanese War.

Under the fascist white terror propaganda of "holy war" "enhancing security”, "Greater East Asia Co-Prosperity Sphere" agi-
tated and implemented by the Japanese invaders, Jiang Zhaohe spent years in drawing Refugees with the great encouragement
and passion, and finished the scroll in 1943, which expressed the national disasters and appealed for world peace. However, on
Oct. 29", 1943, when the scroll was displayed in the Imperial Ancestral Temple(Taimiao), the Japanese puppet authority removed
the work and closed down the exhibition, which was not open for even a single day.

On August of 1944, Jiang took Refugees to a charity exhibition held by the newspaper Shen-pao in the French concession
in Shanghai. The Japanese once again confiscated the work, and the scroll of Refugees was lost by then.

In 1945, after the victory of Anti-Japanese War, Jiang Zhaohe expressed his standpoint of the Anti-Japanese war and an
appeal for peace in his painting Daddy’l never come back and an article entited Author's Preface of the Post-Refugees for the
Victory Day.

In 1953, the first half of Refugees was found in a warehouse in Shanghai but in a poor condition. When exhibited in Mos-
cow in 1957, Refugees caused a sensation, which was appraised as a truly realism art. The author Jiang Zhaohe, was com-
mended as an outstanding patriot, ideologist and humanitarian.

Jiang Zhaohe died in 1986 and Refugees was donated to the government in 1998 by his wife Xiao Qiong and children and
permanently preserved by the National Art Museum of China.
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
