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Brief Summary of ‘Basic Education in the U.S. A.’

During the period between the 19" and the 20™ centuries, the local educational
school in the U, S, A, emerged, with Parker Francis Wayland, John Dewey, and William
Heard Kilpatrick as major representatives. Their concepts like “children are the Sun™,
“school is society”, “education is growth”, and *learning by doing” set the tone for
progressive education. During the Cold War, along with the promulgation of the National
Defense Education Act, the federal government began to get involved into education
through legislation and funding, In this period, J. S. Bruner’ s structuralism and
discovery learning were in vogue. The children-oriented and discipline-oriented curriculum
and teaching theories alternatively played the dominant role. The contradictions thus
created constituted a driving force behind the development of basic education.

Since the 1980s, federal government intervention in education has been growing with
the publication of A Nation at
Risk . The lLimperative  for
Educational Rejform, a report
released by  President  Ronald
Reagan in 1983, Thereafter, all
presidents included the
promotion of educational
development in their campaign
promises,  After entering the
21 century, the No Children
Left Behind Act issued by
President  George W, Bush

brought about substantial
changes in basic education reform. President Barack Obama worked hard to promote
educational reform by the introduction of * Race to the Top" Initiative, Education
Reform Blueprint, Ouwr Future, Our Teachers, STEM Education Program, and
education innovation strategy. All these, together with the newly prevailing massive open
online course (MOOC) , Flipped Classroom, Maker Education Initiative, and Education
and Big Data, will surely bring American basic education to a higher level.

Through international comparison, this book combs the development course of American
basic education and explores its development history, management system, school-based
management, charter school, curriculum arrangement, teaching, general situation of
teachers, student evaluation, moral education, quality control and future development.
During this process, due attention was paid to the policies promulgated by the federal
government, the latest statistical data in American basic education, and specific examples in

an attempt to showcase the latest developments.
