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Abstract

Guangzhou, acting as the national central city and the comprehensive gateway
city, has making great afforts to coorperate with the national “One Belt and One
Road” strategy, including taking the chance of building Nansha Free Trade Test
Area and international shipping center, deepening the reform, strengthening
external cooperation and promoting city internationalization. Annual Report on City
Interationalization of Guangzhou is the Blue Book edited and published by the

The Chapter of Foreign Exchange includes the papers examined the external
exchange approaches of Guangzhou, such as international image publicity,
international sister cities, international organizations and multilateral diplomacy.

The Chapter of Foreign Cooperation discusses the ways of internationalization
from aspects of Guangzhou, Hong Kong and Macao’s cooperation, the

infrastructure connectivity of Guangzhou and Southeast Asian countries, petty
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commodities exports and Guangzhou'’s foreign trade competitiveness.

The “Comprehensive Review” chapter focuses on the research progress upon
Guangzhou building international shipping center, international logistics center,
regional financial center, culture city, world city, the communication of service
outsourcing and future industry development.
