Teaching Steps

Step 1: Warming Up

1. Ask Ss to listen to a talk about reading, and then do the After Listening exercise.
2. 1) Divide Ss into groups. Assign each group one of the following topics:
— What was the first book that fascinated you? What was it about?
— What types of books do you usually like to read, and for what reasons?
— Reading has many benefits that help to enhance people’s lives. List some of them.
— Today we live a fast-paced life and have very little time at our disposal. Do you think it
still necessary for us to squeeze time for reading? Why or why not?
2) Have each group report to the whole class the results of their discussion.

3. T may sum up like this: Reading is one of the best hobbies you can have. Besides just keeping
you engrossed, reading helps to improve your vocabulary and general awareness about the
world, introduce you to different cultures around the globe and keep the motor of your brain
working. So it is important to foster a good habit of reading,

Step 2: Global Analysis of Text A

1. Organization of the text: Draw Ss’ attention to Text Analysis Exercise 1 to see how the text can
be divided into three parts. Then ask Ss to give the main idea of each part.

2. In the text the writer makes a number of references to other writers, artists, and books, some of
which are unfamiliar and may baffle us. Ask Ss why the writer refers to them without a proper
introduction to each.

Step 3: Language / Culture Study and Practice

1. Explain language points and have Ss practice them.

2. In the meantime ask Ss to do part of the Vocabulary Exercises, the text-related and the theme-
related Cloze Exercises.

3. Call Ss’ attention to Usage Exercise.

4. Discuss with Ss the benefits of reading and the importance of cultivating a lifetime reading habit.

Step 4: Check on Homework

1. Check if Ss have done in their spare time the rest of the exercises on Text A and discuss with
them common errors that crop up.
2. Check on Ss’ home reading (Text B).

Step 5: Further Study and Practice

1. Have Ss do in class Part IV: Comprehensive Language Practice.
2. Ask Ss to prepare the next unit:

1) do the theme-related Listening Task;

2) preview Text A.
