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GUIDE TO THE USE OF THIS BOOK

1. This book is included in the Beijing Architectural Heritage Series. It
mainly introduces the mansions and residences in Beijing.

2. This book, with a lot of drawing paper and photos, is an attempt at
displaying and recording existing princely mansions and courtyard complexes in
Beijing.

3. This book comprises the summary, examples and appendices of Beijing’s
princely mansions and courtyard complexes.

4. The entries fall into three classes: princely mansions, traditional
dwellings and former residences of the celebrities. The examples here are not only
important but also typical. Higher-graded princely mansions are described before
those lower-graded ones, some traditional dwellings are put in ordering based on
their location and scale, and the former residences of the celebrities are shown in
a sequence of birth and death dates. The descriptions centre on their history, form
and features.

5. The appendix includes key projects typical of protection of princely
mansions, traditional dwellings and former residences of the celebrites in recent
years. They were conducted by the Beijing municipal government.

6. In July. 2010, Beijing Municipal Government adjusted the administrative
divisions of its core functional areas. Since these series of books had been
finalized and ready for printing at the time, the names of the administrative
regions of Beijing used in these books are still those before the adjustment.
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PREFACE
