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Brief Introduction of the Scenic Area

Manghe secenic area is located in the town of
Sanglin,which is in the southeast of Yangcheng
County of Shanxi Province.The reserve stretches to
Taiyue mountain in North, connects to TaiHang
mountain in east, relies on ZhongTiao mountain in
west,the south Wangwu mountain.It is joint to
Jiyvuan  city,Henan  Provincelts  geographical

location is special, which is on the sounthern
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margin of temperate ,and north edge of subtropical.
It enjoys a special geogra—phypositi onoftransitional
belt gathered a great vari—eties of group phase and
demonstrating diversity.

Manghe secenic area the east of SanPan
mountain to the west of Dizhu mountain, to the
south of Henan province,and the north of Hua Yuan
Ling mountain. In the area the highest Zhi zhu
mountain has an el—evation of 1572.6 meters ,and
the lowest GuaiZhuang Gully 300 meters.Covering
an area over 80 kilome —ters,it enjoys a high
percentage of forest cover above 80.1t is a relatively
newly found and best —protected tourist area with
abundant original natural scenery.

Manghe secenic area,siting in valley bed and
sur —rounded by mountains, The annual average
temperature 14 °C, and the frost—free period of 180
days. The Annual precipitation of 600~ 900 meters.
The manghe scenis area of weatheris mild and
moist ,and is hardly affected by the climate. The
Unique natural conditions for thousands of aniamls
and plants thriving here,so this place has been
known as "the treasure house of animal and plant
resources in Shanxi Province" .

rip —plea.Along both banks peach trees are in full
bloom.What a wondertul natural scenery it is.
Manghe is a rarely rich water scenery area in Loess
Plateau re —gion.Here the land surface 10
kilometers long calcify —cation valley scenery is
worthwhile to mention.it 1s the unique one in
eastern to be proposed as heritage of world’s
cultural heritage.Due to its admiration magnificent
mountains,beautiful river and extraordinary view,
Manghe secenic area is named as mini —Gulin in
loess Plateau.

It was on December 26th 1983 that Manghe
has been listed as Nature Reserve of China of
rhesus money and and forest ecosystem.later in
August18th,1998the area has been approved as
national natural protection zone of rhesus macaque
in Manghe River ,Yangcheng ,Shanxi province.

In recent vyear, under the protective
development of Yangcheng Zhulinshan Coal
Limited Liability Company, Manghe has become a
good place for tourists. In October,2009 that it was
honored with title of National AAAA Tourist

Attraction by the National Tourism Administration.
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
