Goethe said:”Art stems from a religious sense. It
has a deep and devout sincerity.” In this devout convic-
tion, my pursuit will follow, and until this wish I
cherish in my heart has ©been fulfiled, I’ll
continue seeking ,hoping, unceasingly...

Tomorrow, I hope to walk to a brilliant
realm  of  freedom, which “ is  blue and
yellow and red... woven with many coloured

ribbons, Tomorrow, I'expect my paintings, just like mu-
sical notes, to be composed into my symphony of life
—— what I yearn for is a striking one, like Beethoven’s
Symphony No. 9 Fate. Tomorrow, I'm expecting a
new dream to come ,a dream_of childhood ,in which ev-
erything is naive ,so innocent and pure, so romantic and
wonderful. Tomorrow, I'm expecting...

My conviction: In a relentless pursuit, youth will
last for ever.
