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Wang Chuanshan( 1619 - 1692) is a sage
like” Encyclopaedia” in the history of thinking of China
and also a great thinker with the world — wide signifi-
cance in the history of Hengyang.

Mr Wang Chuanshan was born in Wang Yaping
which is a place below the peak Huiyan ( Returned wild
Geese) in Hengyang and died in Xiang Xi Cao Tang, a
place where Mr Wang Chuanshan wrote books when he
was old. He had a lifetime of frustrations. When he was
a child, he studied diligently and always asked ques-
tions that he wanted to know. As a young man, he was
determined to rejuvenate his country. During the rest of
his life, he applied himself to writing books with great
concentration. Throughout his life he wrote more than
400 books with nearly thousands and thousands of
words involving the contents of classic Works, Historical
Works, Philosophical works and Belles — Lettres — -
the four traditional divisions of a Chinese Library and of
dealing with the traditional culture and so on. His ideo-
logical system of extensive knowledge and profound
scholarship and his theoretic contributions of rich origi-
nal idea have set up a historic monument in the history
of thinking of china. If we compare him with Hegel, a
little later western thinker, they were like twin constel-
lations of the star lit sky in the Chinese and Western
'E'JTPDN\.. reflecting the space of spiritual civilization of
‘manidad ith the brightest ideological rays of light of
their own~nagions.

has active practical and historic significance. As is
known to all, socialist modernized construction cannot
do without the national traditional culture. Any kinds of
form and development of cultural formation all inherit the
traditional chain of the past, achieve the present and
create the future. Weeding through the old to bring forth
the new and critising inheritance are just our basic
principles. In this way, we can treat traditional culture
much better. Chuanshan’ s thought is the brightest ch —
apter which can stand for Chinese traditional cul-
ture. The aim of studying Chuan shan’ s thought is that
we can absorb the excellent parts of the traditional cul-
ture and serve the construction of the two socialist civi-
lizations.

In the history of Chinese thought, Wang Chuan-
shan was a great thinker who epitomized the history of
Chinese thought. He criticized and cleared up the Chi-
nese traditional culture and also summarized and
brought forth new ideas with the learned sight of reading
extensively, the critical spirit and with the attitude of
seeing the truth from the fact. He left us a great deal of
valuable cultural heritage. Engles once said that Gerde
was the last European poet in the middle century, but at
the same time the first poet to enter the new century. If
we evaluate Wang Chuanshan from that remark, we
can say that he was the last philosopher of the Song
and Ming Dynasties and was also the earliest one who
realized the modern dawn out of the traditional culture.

The followings are the characters of Chuanshan’ s
thought:

— . THE COMBINATION OF SIMPLE MATERIAL-
ISM AND DIALECTICS

Mr Ren Jiyu appraised Chuanshan’ s thought like
this: ” Wang Fuzi’ s philosophy was the highest achie —
vement during the feudal times. He not only collected
the ancestor’ s achievements, but also summed up
systematically Chinese ancient simple materialism and
dialectics, and absorbed all the excellent academic re-
search results. On the basis of these, he could bring
forth new ideas overall on his own philosophy. So his
philosphy stood for people’ s supreme level of under-
standing about the world’ s universal law in the earlier
stage of capitalism society. ” The foundation of Chuan-
shan’ s system of thought was philosophy. He proceed-
ed from the theory” know the world’ s universal law”,
and joined simple materialism and dialetics together
with all theoretic summaries. In the field of thoughts, he
pushed out the knowledge with the highest level in many
aspects which represented the traditional culture.

Wang Chuan shan gave the most contributions to
philosophy. On the basis of naturalistic theory of”
QiYuan Theory”, he proved the materiality and reality of
the real world and exposed the universe is endless and
external. Before Chuanshan, no thinkers can use the
spirit to reveal the unity of the world. On the basis of
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naive materialism, he set up a new dialectical material-
ism that begins with the universe. Ard from the compli-
cated relationship, he found a routine that was like the
dialectical materialism which was from material to
sense. It emphasizes the kindness and humanity. And
these are the dis tillation of Chuan shan’ s theory. After
analysing the change of human history with naive ma-
terialism and dialectical materialism, he inferred the
changeable historical evolutionism.

— . COMBINATION OF CRITICISM AND INHERI-
TANCE

The theory of Chuanshan is full of the spirit of crit-
icism and summary. He was ogainst the blindness and
superstition on inheriting the theory. For example. when
he checked up the theory of Ru, he related to the
deputy of every period, and he gave the criticism and
reproached to all of them. Chuanshan criticized the the-
ory of Lao Zhuan but he accepted its essence. He used
the valuable theory rationally. He also accepted the
theory of Kongzi, according to the fact. The value of the
theory of Chuanshan is that it inherited the tradition and
made it improved. He called on people to put things into
practice and blaze new trails. It reflected the traditional
culture with changeable vision. For example, naive ma-
terialism was based on it. The summary is a famous
contribution not only to the naive materialism of china,
but also to the whole world. No other naive materialism
can match it.

= . PUTTING THEORIES INTO PRACTICE

The conclusion and new ideas of Wang Chuan-
shan’ s theories are not only for science. He devoted
himself to politics through which to realize his dream of
reinstating of the Ming Dynasty. However, the failure of
that transformed his thoughts from the deep regret to the
Ming Dynasty to advocate and defend Chinese cul-
ture. Therefore, his books on famous people, politics,
history or poems all possess the characteristics of
strong epochal spirit and serve practice. He treated the
foreign culture with active attitude, absorbed the latest
scientific achievements and methodologies. He laid
stress on practical method and he also built a new road
for practice and brought out a” spring storm” for de-
pressing field of thoughts. On the ideas of social history,
he realized the limitness of feudal monarch. From the
change of historical development and practical move-
ment, he criticized the feudal system and raised the
idea” A country belongs to her people. ” He also said the
important reason of peasants’ uprising was feudal au-
tocratic tyranny from the experiences of national fight-
ing. So he devoted himself to taking apart society from
the theory. He advocated to reform the politics. ” Don’ t
dispute the others because of his fondness. Don’ t ex-
ploit the others because of their expediency. ” Such are
what wang Chuanshan elaborated " kindheartedness,
Jjustice and wisdom. ” He emphasized on the importance
of morality on the realistic struggle. Wang Chuanshang
divided the morality into three levels.” A person’ s
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morality, morality of era and morality from the ancient
times to the present times—— National morality. It is the
highest criterion of politics ethic. And he regared it as a
centre to develop the argument between the civilization
and the barbarism. Wang Chuanshan related the his-
torical contravention movement to the realistic political
struggle. So it made his philosophical, political, moral,
chics and historical thoughts full of strong reality and
critical spirit.

Chuanshan cleared all the traditional Chinese cul-
ture and thoughts and made a comprehensive summary
and innovations without precedent in the history of Chi-
nese thoughts. As it should be seen obviously, Chuan-
shan’ s Thought, regarded as one of the closely linked
Chinese traditional cultures, was inevitably marked with
historical characters of the feudal culture when it was
produced and developed in Feudalism, and had some-
thing negative. We study Chuanshan’ s Thought in order
to sublate and reject the dross and absorb the essence,
which belongs to the whole nation and is active and
excellent. We must carry it on and make it the internal
factor of artistic appreciation of the Chinese spirit. We
are glad to see that, with the socialist Two — civilization
construction today, not only has Chuanshan’ s Thought
become a kind of learning that the Chinese academic
circles lay universal stress on, but also it’ s turning into
a sort of world — wide learning. It is worth gratifyng such
a great thinker as Wang Chuanshan who is sure to be
listed in the ranks of the world cultural famous persons
in the near future, provided we explore Chuanshan’ s
Thought in a persistent and scientific attitude.

ERN CIVILIZATION) has collected lots of new achieve-
ments on studying and practising Chuangshan’ s
thought over these years. It is from the experts, scholars
and all the leaders who are working in our city. We
present the book to everyone at this time in honour of
Chuanshan. It is obvious that the local people in
Chuangshan’ s hometown cherish the memory of our
great thinker of the past, Mr Wang Chuangshan
deeply. It expands the field of Chuangshan’ s though —
ts. This is an encouraging thing. It’ s worth celebrating.

In the past, many people
who did thingé that made history benefited a lot
from his thought either directly or indirectly, for
example, Weiyuan, TangdJian, TaoShu, Zeng-
Guofan, GuoSongtao, ZuoZongtang, TanSi-
tong, LiangQichao, ZouRong, ChenTianhua,
SongJiaoren, ZhangTaiyan, YangChangdJi,
MaoZedong and CaiHesen. They put the idea
into practice and made it so spread that it
made a notable impact on the development of
society.

At the time when we commemorate the
310th anniversary of Chuanshan’ s death, we
compile this collection with the purpose of fur-
ther studying his thought and knowing the ac-
tive effect of it on the people of Hengyang and
its economic development. As a result, we can
keep up the cream of traditional culture . If we
go at it with spirit, we can put on the speed of
Hengyang’ s modern construction.
