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Abstract: This short paper is intended to show that dogmatic theology today must
be theological anthropology and that such an “anthropocentric” view is necessary
and fruitful. The question of man and the response to this question may not be
regarded, therefore, as an area of study separate from other theological areas in its
scope and subject-matter, but as a constituent part of dogmatic theology itself. This
statement does not contradict the “theocentricity” of all theology as expressed,
for instance, in St. Thomas’ doctrine that God is as such the formal object of the
theology of revelation. As soon as man is understood as the being who is absolutely
transcendent in respect of God, “anthropocentricity” and “theocentricity” in
theology are not opposites but strictly one and the same thing, seen from two sides.

Neither of the two aspects can be comprehended at all without the other.
