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Abstract

From the late Qing Dynasty to the Republic of China, many researchers at home
and abroad took a plenty of archaeological surveys, excavations and studies about
ancient Chinese Emperor Mausoleum. They basically established an academic frame-
work from the view of modern science, accumulated a number of phasic research results
and preserved a large number of image data about the Emperor Mausoleums before large
— scale modernization construction.

Firstly, this dissertation reviews the history and methods of studies about the Chi-
nese Emperor Mausoleums before 1840, and then summarizes the historical and aca-
demic background of modern scientific means of studying from the late Qing Dynasty to
the Republic of China. Secondly, focusing on five central regions, namely Xi’an,
Luoyang, Nanjing, Beijing and the north of Great Wall, in order of the researches’
date and Chinese dynastic history, according to a large number of “Documentary Herit-
age” historical data, discoveries and treatises, the dissertation reviews and summarizes
the objects, scopes, contents and trends of researching. By commentating and analy-
zing some representative scholars and researches, contrasting the studies from different
countries in many aspects, including writing forms, research directions, references,
scopes and the similarities and differences of research methods and comparing with the
previous generation’ s research methods, the dissertation clarifies the academic researc-
hing course, restores the real research situation of relevant scholars or academic institu-

tions and depicts the overall research level of the study in this field during that period.

The dissertation sorts out the “Non text” historical data the images of Em-
peror Mausoleums ; arranging the image data in different periods and visually depicting
the records about ancient Chinese Emperor Mausoleums of various countries’ scholars
by staging and districting maps. Taking Japanese scholars Sekino and Chinese Con-

struct Society for example, the dissertation analyzes different academic trajectory of Em-

peror Mausoleums study, and then further analyzes the different research methods from
previous generations, the limitations on researches and the inspiration to contemporary
era from the study of Emperor Mausoleums during the period from the late Qing Dynasty
to the Republic of China.
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
