Three years ago, I was invited by the Luoyang municipal government for my
studio to undertake a project of interior design for two main buildings - Mingtang and
Tiantang in Sui Tang Luoyang National Heritage Park. We have now gone through the
entire process of this project from design, implementation and completion to opening,
public appraisal and social evaluation. Guided by President Xi’s ideology of inheriting
and developing Chinese traditional culture, we feel it is our task and responsibility to
restore rich Chinese cultural heritage and to promote innovative Chinese contemporary
arts. The main requirement of this project was to reproduce the superior design of
Tang Dynasty, so the design and workload were extremely difficult and demanding.
On the other hand, this rare project was undoubtedly one of the best opportunities
for design practice and training. Like all other key projects in China, it had very tight
timescales. We had limited time for in-depth analysis and research. We were required to
put forward a design in a short period of time and then quickly finish the construction
design. The construction had to begin in the absence of complete detailed design. Many
changes had to be made during the construction process. Therefore, there are inevitably
some regrets! However, after much discussion, we all would like to compile and
publish this book as a review and summary of accomplishing three years of work and
results. At the same time, we hope to use this book as a report to the Luoyang municipal
government and local people. It is our hope that this book will become a professional
interior design reference for many students learning Chinese traditions and design
methods. Our idea was approved by Ms. Fang Xu, Chairman of China Architecture &
Building Press East China Branch and supported and helped by Ms. Mingyi Xu, editor
of China Architecture & Building Press East China Branch during their visit to our
studio. With these supports we were finally able to publish this book.

When this book was published, I wish Sui Tang Luoyang National Heritage Park
protection and development to be successful, and became an example in the great cause

of rejuvenation of Chinese culture!
