The expansion of the Kunstmuseum Basel into the neighbouring
former bank provides important improvements to the spatial
organisation of the museum building, especially in the form of
additional exhibition space. The buildings, comprised of the
Kunstmuseum, constructed in 1936 by the architects Rudolf
Christ and Paul Bonatz, and the Laurenzbau, the former
Nationalbank by architects Suter & Burckhardt in 1926, are

to undergo partial structural modifications. However, further
exhibition spaces for temporary expositions, such as those that
were considered during the 2001 competition with the concept
of a supplementary building to house them, should be avoided.
The character and the extent of the various restructuring

works are diverse and range from the creation of new spatial
relations to the reconstruction of original conditions, or also the
light restorative ‘touching up’ or even restorative ‘polishing’ of
surfaces and finishes. The reconstruction work will be carried
out in various stages in order not to disrupt the functioning of
the museum.
