His research is based in English, Japanese, Greek
and Hebrew languages, holds a doctorate from Renmin
University of China in Peking and a bachelor of majoring in
Japanese Language and Literature in Sichuan University in
Chengdu. His researching fields contain art criticism, biblical
studies, and history —logic. His publications include The Logic
of Japanese History (Chengdu, 1995), History and Logic, The
Cultural Logic of the Humanitology (Chengdu: Bashu, 2007),
Introduction to the Logic of World —picture of the New
Testament (vol.1, Shanghai: Sanlian Bookstore Press, 2011),
The Humane Thinking of Contemporary Arts (2 vols, Guilin:
Guangxi Normal University Press, 2008), translations of
Christianity and Western Thought (vol.1, Beijing: Beida Press,
2005), The Emperor System and Christianity in the
Transformation of Modern Japanese Society (Beijing: Huaxia,
2007), History and Faith (Shanghai: Sanlian Bookstore Press,
2013) and numerous articles on art, religion as well as
metaphysics. Dr. Zha is the chief editor of "the Classical
Translation Library of Christian Culture”, Shanghai since 2006,
and chief editor of Journal for Humanities and Art {(RENWEN
YISHUY since 1999, which has a regular highlight on
contemporary art and humanities including religious studies,
cultural reviews.
