Education also experienced numerous
twists and turns from struggling to
survive, to reform and adjustment,
and to innovation; the reform efforts
have never stopped.

Priorities of Russia was carried out

& in 2005, with educational innovation
as a major content, In 2014, affected by structural problems and the Ukraine crisis, the
Russian economy was severely challenged again. The educational innovation strategy
was thus further strengthened.
