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Foreword

Speeding up the development of education relies on reform. Only further reform will accelerate the development of
education. The key lies in further emancipation of mind and development of education. First, through speeding up the
reform of educational system and structure, the existing potential of educational resources should be tapped, the vigor
and efficiency of schools enhanced, and the dominant role of public schools brought into proper play. We should further
change the situation that education is exclusively run by the government, encourage social efforts to run schools,
forming a framework that the governments are the primary school runners and the public schools and private schools
develop in parallel. Tests on school running modes should be encouraged as long as they comply with related laws and
regulations of the State. We should move faster in developing schools run by local people, and encourage social sectors
to run senior middle schools and vocational schools, and even ordinary private institutions of higher learning where
conditions are available. Large-scale education in a large country is possible only through running schools by local
people and joint efforts from all social sectors in running schools. China is a poor country, and to run a large-scale
education, we have no other choice than running schools in multiple ways.
