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Abstract

of the investigation and statistical analysis to discuss economic development situation
and problems of Shandong Province in 2014, combining economic situation at
home and abroad, predicted economic trends in 2015 of Shandong Province, and
put forward relevant suggestions. Meanwhile, the book also had a thorough
discussion on the theme of “Deepening economic reform”. In addition, we also
discussed the topic of agriculture, industry, services, marine economy, open
economy, banking, finance, and the regional development strategy, urbanization,
peninsula city building, the Silk Road of land and sea, analyzed the path and
measures of economic reform in Weihai, Yantai, Rizhao, Dongying, Binzhou,
etc.

In 2014, in a severe and complicated domestic and international situation,
Shandong Province thoroughly implemented the macro-control measures, further
intensified structural adjustment efforts, comprehensively deepened reform, insisted
on steady progress, steady action, accelerated the pace of quality improvement
under the new economic normality, fostered new economic growth momentum,
the economy performed well overall, the overall price level remained stable, the
quality of economic growth had been significantly enhanced. Preliminary
accounting, the GDP of Shandong Province reached 5942. 66 billion yuan, it was
a growth of 8.7% . In 2014, Shandong economic development showed a steady
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progress, but there are still some contradictions and problems to be solved, such as
the demand engine of economic growth is still insufficient, short-term and long-
term structural problems are interwoven, restricting the release of economic growth
potential.

In 2015, the world economy will continue to recover slowly, but uneven
development trend will gradually increase, China’s economy is expected to run
smoothly under the new normality, comprehensive reform will be pushed forward.
Faced with the new trends and new changes in the international and domestic
economic situation, Shandong should persist in reform and innovation, handle the
relationship between economic growth, restructuring and reform, continue to
release the potential of domestic demand, innovation power and vitality of the
market. In 2015, Shandong’s economy will face greater downward pressure, GDP
growth will be somewhat lower, at around 8. 5% , the total fixed asset investment
growth rate will maintain stability, the total retail sales of social consumer goods

will increased slightly, consumer prices will rise about 2. 2% .
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
