In 1945, the prime focus of the
Eames’ office was furniture.
Eames’ furniture provided a
freshness, a simplicity, sense
of naturalness — that gives it
an instant appeal. In their early
work they used moulded ply-
wood.

Later, the Eames’ pioneered
innovative technologies, such
as the fiberglass, plastic resin
chairs and wire mesh chairs
designed for Herman Miller.
Eames influence was Finnish
architect Eliel Saarinen (whose

son Eero was also an architect).

The Eames’ later worked with
Eero from 1945 on the Case
Study House project.

Case Study House 8, is one

of the most striking twentieth
century houses. As with all
the Case Study Houses, it was
meant to show how industrial
technology could revolutionise
house-building, providing low
cost but desirable homes for
