w Transition words and phrases are used to explain the relationship between two pieces of

information. Without them, you leave it up to your reader to decide what that relationship is,

and what point you are trying to make.

s In the sample response,“on the other hand” is used to compare the difference in attitude

between the author and the lecturer.

= “according to the author” explains whose information is being discussed.

= “also points out” signals that the information is a continuation of the same person’s point.

= “in other words ” explains the purpose or intent of the previous comment.

= “however ” can be used at the beginning, middle or end of the sentence to emphasize that one
piece of information in some way contradicts another.
