There are two different practice tests, with a CD.

The questions on each practice test feature a time marker that specifies how long you should spend on that question. Answer-
ing each question within the indicated time will allow you to go back and review your answers after you finish.

Each answer is followed by a detailed explanation. Important points in each explanation have been translated into English,
Korean and Chinese.

This book contains a score sheet for you to record your score for each section. Fill it out to see where your weaknesses are.

1 Keep track of the time as you answer the questions.

2 Be careful not to spend too much time on “Language Knowledge", otherwise you will be unable to devote enough attention to
the “Reading Comprehension” questions. Look over all of the questions before you begin and think about how to manage your
time,

3 Skip the questions that you find difficult and answer them later. Don't forget to clearly mark the questions you skipped.
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There are a lot of questions on the test, so if you spend too much time on the questions at the beginning, you will not have
enough time to tackle those in the latter part of the reading comprehension section. Do your best to answer the questions in
“Language Knowledge" part as fast as possible. If you know the kanji and vocabulary well, you should be able to breeze through
many of the questions in the “Kanji Reading and Vocabulary” and "Grammar" sections. When you run into a question that you
can't answer right away, save it for later and move on to the next.
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When answering questions that ask for the kanji reading, you can often guess the meaning of the word that fits in the blank
by looking at the context. Even if you are not confident in your kanji reading abilities, there is a good chance you'll get the answer
right if you choose the words that fit the context.

You will often see words with similar kanji readings that only vary by their long or short sounds or by small differences like

“and ‘2", such as “THM ", “THL", “THIHK "and “T 27 <". Do not just memorize while reading the kanji; make sure to
remember how they are written out in hiragana.
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Look out for kanji that look similar when facing questions that ask you to choose the correct kanji, such as “i#§" and “#" or
“#" and “44". You will also often see words with the same kanji reading, such as “[K#" and “f#i@i" or “H{%" and “#&%", so pay at-
tention and make sure to memorize them.When you are unsure, try to guess the meaning from the kanji in the answer choices
and from the context of the text to pick the answer that seems to fit.
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Given words cannot necessarily connect with each other, so make sure to memorize commonly used combinations. In addi-
tion, if you memorize sentences or phrases, then it will be easier for you to understand when to use these words. When you are
not sure of the answer, try to guess the base meaning of the words to narrow down the answer choices.
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Learn kanji by remembering three things: its readings, meaning and words that use the kanji. Remembering these relation-
ships will not only help you learn kanji, but also improve your vocabulary and help you tackle problems in the Vocabulary section
of the test. Kanji proficiency helps to boost your overall score, so make sure that you correctly memorize all the kanji that may
appear on the test.
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You will often see words with a similar meaning or kanji reading. Memorize words with similar meanings in sets. Also, make
sure to memorize the kanji reading of each one.
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There are many questions in which any of the answers could be used to create a sentence that is correct. Make sure to read
through the entire question and select the word that shares the same meaning as the underlined word.
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
