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Abstract

The report by the research staff of Heilongjiang, Liaoning, Jilin and Inner
Mongolia Academy of Social Sciences of the four provinces, they are engaged in
economics, sociology and cultural studies, political science and research, the main
international issues and rural issues, writing is the result of in — depth research.

The report for the enormous difficulties encountered in the development of the
northeast region, a profound analysis of the current situation of economic and social
development of the Northeast region and the main problems of the economic
development of Northeast Region prospected and made some suggestions with
feasibility.

The report notes that the first half of 2015, the GDP growth rate of Liaoning,
Jilin and Heilongjiang provinces in the region of 2. 6% , about 6. 1% and 5.1% .
From the above — scale industrial added value, the provinces of growth was —5.5% ,
4.1% and -0.8% ; from fixed assets investment, the growth rate was —13.3%
provinces, 12. 1% and 1. 6% .

From local revenue, the growth rate was - 22.9% provinces, 0.9% and
—20. 1% . Although the three northeastern provinces economy continues the slowdown
trend since 2014, but all three provinces in economic growth rebound trend, above —
scale industrial added value, fixed asset investment, revenue growth and other
indicators began to rise or decline narrowed, the overall start to good direction of
change. \

The report notes that in the case of the three northeastern provinces of decline in
industrial growth, boosting the role of the service sector increased significantly to
economic growth, steady growth of the service sector to promote the optimization
and upgrading of industrial structure. Among them, Liaoning Province service
industry accounts for the first half of 2015 GDP accounted for 46.7% , 3.1
percentage point increase over the previous year; the proportion of emerging

industries of Jilin Province in the first half increase of 2. 7 percentage points, medicine
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health, equipment manufacturing industrial added value grew by 21.1% ,
respectively, 19.7% , the electronic information industry output growth of 11.6
percent, the proportion of light industrial added value increase 2. 3 percentage points;
Heilongjiang Province to promote the adjustment and optimization of energy and
equipment manufacturing industry, vigorously develop high — efficiency agriculture
and food processing industry so the food processing industry output accounted for
15% of the province’s industrial output value, becoming the energy industry, beyond
the second largest equipment manufacturing in:iustry. At the same time, the three
northeastern provinces in the economic downturn, the overall public budget
expenditure decline, expenditures associated with living maintained a growth. To get
rid of structural and institutional obstacles as soon as possible the formation of docking
with the market, full of inherent dynamic development environment, northeast three
provincial government also directed the administrative examination and approval
procedures cumbersome, poor sense of service management issues such as the right to
begin to simplify regulation, improve the business environment.

The report notes that, once the country’s northeastern provinces energy, heavy
industry and agricultural base, now has become China’s collective economy “poor
students” , which for many reasons. Specifically, first, the industrial structure is not
reasonable, the industrial structure in favor of resource — based companies and heavy
industry; the position in the industry chain front, the “original” name, *primary
products” famous products majority; industrial category partial “heavy industry”,
industrial chain by “non — processing. ” Second, the slow development of private
economy, at present, state — owned economy accounted for over 30% of Liaoning
Province, Jilin Province, more than 40% , Heilongjiang Province, more than 50% ,
far higher than the national average; compared with the southeast coastal provinces in
Northeast China seriously lagging behind the private economy, the statistics show that
as of the end of 2014, the three northeastern provinces in the highest proportion of
private economy in Liaoning Province and only 69.7% , and most of them are
“parasitic” relationship and institutional dependency on the production and operation
between the private and state — owned enterprises mixed ownership relations in the
true sense yet formed. Third, the continual loss of the demographic dividend, in 2014
the birth rate Liaoning, Jilin, Heilongjiang province were 6.49 %o, 6.62 %o and
6. 86 %o, significantly below the national average of 12.37 %o; Liaoning, Jilin,
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Heilongjiang Province Population the natural growth rate was 0.26%0, 0.4 %o and
0.78 %o, significantly below the national average of 5. 21 %o. Fourth, weak capacity
of independent innovation, in 2013 the ratio of national R & D expenditure to gross
domestic product for the first time exceeded 2 percent to 2. 08 percent over the same
period Liaoning, Heilongjiang and Jilin provinces were only 1.65 percent, 1.15
percent and 0. 92 percent, and Beijing, Shanghai, Jiangsu and Guangdong, 6. 08% ,
3.6% , 2.51% and 2. 32% compared to the obvious gaps. Fifth, reform needs to be
deepened, on the whole, the Northeast region is still lagging behind in the economic
reform process of transition, transformation of government functions intensity does
not meet the requirements of the market economy, the relationship between the
government and enterprises, government and market, government and society on a
series of deep — seated contradictions yet to crack.

Report on prospects for economic development in Northeast China were
discussed, pointing out from the international environment, the world economy is
recovering. From the domestic development, the endogenous power gradually
increased, from the northeast situation, the economy is expected to stabilize. 2015 full
year, the three northeastern provinces in economic growth as a whole will be 5% —
6% range, which is expected to achieve 6 percent Heilongjiang province growth,
Jilin Province, is expected to achieve 6. 5% growth, Liaoning Province is expected
to achieve 4% growth rate.

The report notes that to further promote the northeast region’s economic and
social stable and rapid development, should be more efforts to optimize and upgrade
the economic structure, system and mechanism innovation, the development of
modern large — scale agriculture, open cooperation, ecological civilization

construction, security and other aspects of people’s livelihood.
