Abstract

During the ten-year period of the Nanjing Government, the in-
tereffect of the financial relationship between central government
and local government is considered as the crux of observing the rela-
tionship between central government and local government. Based
on the studies of the financial relationship between central and local
of the Nanjing Government from 1927 to 1937, this dissertation at-
tempts to clarify the operational facts of their relationship during
that period and probes into the truth of the unification of the Nan-
jing state power through the extent of financial unification. This pa-
per is composed of seven chapters and three appendices, with about
200 000 words.

The beginning part is a summarized preface which, first and
foremost, explains the reasons of selecting this title, gives an intro-
duction of generalized situation concerning the studies of this topic
by the international academic circles, and finally, expounds the
thinking way and researching methods in the writer’s studying.

Chapter one mainly describes establishing the pattern of finacial
revenues and expenditures of the central and the local, vertically ob-
serves its development, and profoundly analyzes that of the Nanjing
Government from the principles of delimiting, the balance and the
proportion of scale.

Chapter two exposes from the system level. The financial re-
striction mechanism of the central to the local, in which the Admin-

istrative System chiefly explores the finacial restraint of Zhongzhen
