or transportation and logistics management. For many positions in the field, a
master’s degree is required.

Transportation planners perform critical work within the broader field of
urban and regional planning. As of 2010, there were approximately 40,300 urban

and regional planners employed in the United States. The United States Bureau

of Labor Statistics forecasts steady job growth in this field, 2% projecting that

16 percent of new jobs in all occupations will be related to urban and regional

planning. Population growth and concerns about environmental sustainability are

expected to spur the need for transportation planning professionals.
