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Abstract

The book introduces 28 sets Regular stamps issued by People’s Republic of China Post
since the February 1950 to December 1974. According to the different currencies, there are
old currency and new currency for Post. In the old currency period,People’ s Post issued
seven sets Regular Stamps (R1 to R7) during Feb.1950 to Apr. 1954, ten sets Surcharged
Stamps  (OCI to OC10) during Feb.1950 to Aug.1951, as well as some special Old Cur—
rency Regular Stamps which surcharged on Eastern China Area stamps and Chinese Postal
Service Unit Stamps and its post money orders with People’ s Post of China mark and par
value. In the new currency period, People’ s Post issued six sets Regular Stamps (RS to
R13) during Jul.1955 to Mar.1966, as well as five sets Regular Stamps during Culture
Revolution.

The book focuses on every set Regular Stamps as an independent chapter for issuance
background, used materials, printing plates and layout, and shows most important variants

comprehensively.
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
