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On the basis of making clear distinction among national strategy, department strat-
egy and the strategy of marine industry overall planning, the book is devoted to explore
the marine strategy in the level of national strategy. The book systematically summarizes
the national marine policy since the establishment of PRC in 1949 and selects the na-
tional marine strategy with lessons learned from the past experience. After the research
on the natural basis such as China’s land territory and its occurrence and the impover-
ished sea area under national jurisdiction, the status of the channels to ocean, the
maritime delimitation and dispute over island sovereignty confronted by our country, the
book intends to search for the practical and appropriate marine strategy. Besides, when
realizing the radical change of the world “from colonial era to ocean territory era” ,
“from the isolated world to the connected world” , “from the clean world to the heavily
polluted world” , the book aims to design the national marine strategy. In the book, we
think the sea power in the “Sea Power Theory” is in essence the marine hegemony
country and the disadvantage of “Sea Power Strategy” outweighs the advantage, so in-
stead, “the strategy of comprehensively promoting marine development” is the right
strategy we should choose. This strategy involves such aspects as marine economy, ma-
rine military affairs, marine policy, marine management, marine technology, marine
environmental protection, marine legal system, marine society, marine culture and etc.
It is the strategy composing the national overall strategy of economic and social develop-
ment, the natural extension of the “Opening-up” strategy in the past 30 years and the

strategy of peaceful development.
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
