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Abstract

China officially gained access to the Internet in the year 1994 and has de-
veloped rapidly in the following two decades, also the innovation and construction
of network technology and cyber culture ecology has achieved much since 1994.
In the year 2014, Beijing strengthens the construction of capital’s network in
order to build cyberpower, and puts forward network environment and cyber cul-
ture governances in the construction of the rule of law, which creates healthy net-
work environment and constructs new normal in construction and management of
cyber culture. Nearly 70% of Chinese portal website gathers in Beijing and has
exerted great influence in technology innovation, industries development and cul-
ture construction. In the current situation, the number of website in Beijing is
over 900000, netizens over 16000000 and the rate of net subscribers is 75. 8%.

This report focuses on construction and management of cyber culture and
building new normal of network governance, then analyzes the general develop-
ment of capital cyber culture in 2014 and puts forward pertinent countermeasures
and suggestions. As the national culture center, the advantages of culture and in-
novation resources in Beijing has provided deep, rich, powerful cultural strengths
for constructing and broadcasting capital’s cyber culture, and played a model role
in cultural construction and communication of capital network. As the national
technology innovation center, the advantages of technology resources and talents
have laid foundation for the development of capital information technology. Con-

structing new normal in network construction and management in the context of
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cyberpower is the key point of capital’s network development and construction of
cyber culture.

The first part, “General Report”, generalizes the strategic development of
Chinese network in 2014 and situations of construction of cyber culture, as well
as the new measures in putting forward cultural construction in the capital of net-
work under the context of cyberpower strategy. This part generalizes the new pro-
gress in the construction of cyber culture, governance of network cultural envi-
ronment, network cultural industries, etc. from six aspects. Then explains how to
construct new normal of construction and management of capital cyber culture
from the perspectives of constructing network ideology, governance of cyber cul-
ture, broadcasting cyber culture, network cultural industries and strategy of cyber
culture development.

The second part, “Policy and Construction & Governance of Capital Cyber
Culture”, the main idea is policy and governance of capital cyber culture, sum-
marizes and analyses the situations of public opinion guidance of capital
network, environment remediation of cyber culture and construction of cultural e-
cology, construction of network cultural law, then provides targeted countermeas-
ures concerning network construction and governance.

The third part, “New Environment of Capital Network and Analysis on Con-
figuration of Cyber Culture”, analyses annual new configurations of cyber culture
based on new progress of capital network information technology. This part gen-
eralizes and analyses new progress of network cultural industries, internet finance
and cultural industries, culture preservation and communication of Beijing in the
era of internet, and proposes pertinent suggestions.

The fourth part, “Annual Hotspots of Capital Cyber Culture and Problems™,
concentrates on new hotspots of cyber culture and problems in 2014. This part
summarizes and analyses construction of smart city, media communication and

related hotspots, then provides pertinent suggestions based on problems.

The fifth part, * Annual Development and Typical Cases of Capital
Internet”, investigates the typical network culture events and cases in 2014, ana-
lyses internet rumors governance in the media age, digital marketing and devel-
opment of network literature, then concludes with suggestions.

The sixth part, “data from CNNIC”, includes “A Report on the Development
of Internet in Beijing in 20147, and investigates the infrastructure and resource
of capital internet, conditions of netizens, development of internet and network
applications. This part is of great value on data and context.

The seventh part, “Appendix”, collects the important events in cyber
culture development in Beijing in 2014, which is helpful in understanding

hotspots, main context and progress of capital cyber culture.
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
