According to the two bar charts, they respectively represent the value of merchandise

that Australia imported from China and exported to China between 1998 and 2004, as
well as five types of goods imported from China in 2003 and 2004.

As can be seen from the first bar chart, the value of imported and exported goods
between China and Australia both underwent a dramatic growth from 1998 to 2004. In
1998, goods that Australia imported from China was 20 billion and it reached 40 billion
in 2004. The goods exported to China from Australia followed a similar pattern with an
increase of 20 billion over this period. In addition, the figures for Chinese exports were
constantly higher than those for Chinese imports, and this trade deficit had kept stable
at 10 billion dollars or so in this period of time.

From the second bar chart, it could be concluded that the value of clothes imported
from China remained the same in both 2003 and 2004. And other two types of goods,
that were computer and furniture, shared the same growth pattern, rising from 5 billion
in 2003 to 6 billion in 2004.
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
