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Brief Summary of ‘Basic Education in Canada’

The development of Canadian basic education is closely related to the establishment
of the country. Actually, Canada, as an independent state, is less than 100 years old. As
early as the 16™ century, this part of the world was reduced to being a colony of Britain
and France. It didn’t gain independence until the early 20 century. Such a long colonial
rule created a multi-ethnic and multicultural country where people not only speak English
and French, but also use local Indian languages.

Basic education in Canada mostly relies on local governments. There is no unified
education department, no unified textbooks, and no unified examination system, This,

however, doesn’t affect the development of basic education, but helps form its own

characteristics.

On the basis of the real
national conditions, the book
presents the core contents of
basic educational reform-
curricula, textbooks, teaching,
and evaluation by introducing
the historical development of

- basic  education, educational
System and structure, and

school management.

From relevant basic
education theory and policy research to the analysis of practice and application, from the
Canadian Council on Education to provincial educational authorities, and even schools,
classes and families, this book tries to display the country’s role in promoting the
development of basic education; from community culture and curriculum arrangement to
curriculum standards and textbook design and development, it highlights the country’s
efforts in encouraging multi-cultural, interdisciplinary integration, and the cultivation of
learning ability and working habits; from the perspective of teacher cultivation and
development, it makes an analysis of the characteristics of basic education. The last two
chapters focus on highlights of Canada’s achievements in basic education, namely, juvenile
psychological health education and the exploitation and utilization of social education
resources.

Seen from the point of view of basic education reform, Canada, also well known as

the “country of maple leaves”, is actually much more like an artist’s palette.
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
