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Abstract

This dissertation emphasizing particularly on Russian normal educa-
tional modernization at the turn of century, in respect that stable society
environment and the sustained growth of the economy in Russian this peri-
od, the government takes the responsibility on running national education
and first brings up the development strategy on Russian normal education-
al modernization. So in this disquisition, the beginning of the 21st century
is considered as the new reforming phase and the real inchoation of Rus-
sian normal education. The core issue of this paper: what is the connota-
tion and value orientation in Russian normal educational modernization?
What paths and system guarantees can achieve the modernization of Rus-
sian normal education? The full paper can be divided into eight chapters,
the first is introduction; the second analyses the motivations of Russian
normal education modernization in the early 21st century; the third reveals
the connotation of modernity in the Russian normal education and its value
orientation; the fourth reorganizes and explores system design. organiza-
tional implementation, guarantee mechanism and characteristics of Rus-
sian normal education modernization; chapter 5 further explains and re-
veals the causes and strategies of policy adjustment in Russian normal edu-
cation; chapter 6 discusses the new direction and measures which Russian
normal education modernization restarts under the new circumstance;

chapter 7 takes Russian National Normal University as a case, further in-
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terprets the transformation of Russian teacher training mode; chapter 8 is
the conclusion, which summarizes the general characteristics of Russian
normal education modernization and the enlightenment as well as the sug-
gestion of normal education reform in our country. The basic thought con-
cludes: starting with analyzing the transformation of Russia state pattern,
the internationalization strategy in higher education and the multicultural
curriculum reform in the basic education, in the first instance it is clearly
defined the main motivations, which influence the course of Russian nor-
mal educational modernization at the beginning of the 21st century. On
this basis, the study analyzes the connotation and particularity of Russian
normal educational modernization from the value orientation angle; pres-
ent implementation strategy for Russian normal educational modernization
from system arrangement aspect; review the concrete measures for Rus-
sian normal educational modernization from talents cultivating mode. At
last, the study obtains the strategy for Russian normal educational mod-
ernization and panoramic judgment on reform practicing from the multi-an-
gles of view, further more opening out the specialty of value orientation
and the way in Russian normal educational modernization, which provi-
ding a reference to establishing Chinese normal education’s policy and re-
form way.

From value orientation and system arrangement, the research gets
two aspects of conclusion:

First, the modernization of Russian normal education not only re-
sponses to society challenges at the beginning of the 21st century, but also
bears the multi-mission weight of society, country and individual develop-
ment. International experience indicates that Russian normal educational
modernization mainly embodiment on openness, profession, criterion and
fulfillment aspects. In the course of Russian normal educational moderni-
zation, it continuously enriches the connotation of the normal educational

modernization, and brings forwards the thoughts of normal educational
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modernization according with era developing demands on the basic of in-
heriting its national excellence education tradition. People-oriented educa-
tion view, vocational ability view and high quality education view are the
important essential parts of the thoughts of Russian normal educational
modernization, which incarnates the ideal pursuit and value orientation of
Russian normal educational modernization, organizing the studies with
guidance quality, foresighted view and criterion. It also provides stable
thinking resource and theory foundation for reform practice and system ar-
rangement of normal education.

Second, the innovation of normal education system is the important
safeguard for implementing modernization education strategy in Russian
normal education, and volitional expression of national normal educational
modernization. A series of laws, codes, standards, and developing com-
pendium are constituted and issued by government, which advance the
system of education management, finance system. degree system and the
innovation of the social participation system, and also provide a new sys-
tem environment for normal educational modernization. It is the important
strategy, which promulgates and puts in force “the nation normal educa-
tion standard”, to manage to achieve the aim of Russian normal education,
and it also ensures Russian education identity and teacher cultivating qual-
ity. Guarantee system of normal educational modernization includes: en-
hancing teachers’ status, increasing financial funds, involving in the man-
agement of state and social affairs and introducing competition and selec-

tion mechanisms.
