1. Basketball fE¥k

Basketball is the most widely played and
watched team game in the world. It was invented
by an American lecturer, Dr. James Naismith, in
1891. It was first played at the Olympics in 1904 as
a demonstration sport. At the Berlin Olympics of
1936 it became a full Olympic event.

Basketball is usually played on a courtd 28
meters long and fifteen meters wide. At each end
of the court is a basket attached to a backboard.
The ring@ of the basket is 45 centimetres in diame-
ter and is 3. 05 meters above the floor. The game is
played with a round ball, usually orange in colour.

Basketball is played by two teams, each con-
sisting of 10 players. Of these 10 players only 5
from each team can be on the court playing at any
one time.

Basketball is characterised by quick-paced ac-
tion, frequent scoring©, and ever-changing strate-
gies. Basketball requires individual players to pos-
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sess a unique blend of athletic skills on both of-
fence and defence. Success in basketball requires
all-round athletic skills: shooting, passing, run-
ning, dribbling® and rebounding®. The best styles
of play showcase teamwork and players adept at
passing and making a high percentage of shots®.

2. Football E3xk

Football is the most popular sport in the world.
Organised football is played in about 144 nations,
with nearty 20 million players participating. The final
match of the World Cup, held every four years, is
televised around the world and always attracts over
a billion viewers.

Football is a fast-moving game played by two
teams of 11 players, with one player, the goalkeep-
er'’ | readily distinguishable by uniform from his
teammates and opponents. All players are equipped
with approved shoes, calf-length socks, shorts,
and either long or short-sleeve shirts.

The essence of football is its simplicity. It is still
a game for the masses, speaking a language that
knows no international barriers. Football is also
called soccer in United States, a game in which
two 11-member teams iry to propel a ball into the
opposing team’s goal, using any part of the body
except the hands and arms. Only the goalkeeper,
who is restricted to the penalty@ area in front of the
goal®, is allowed to handle the ball with hands.
The team that scores the most goals is the winner.
