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Abstract

Taiwan’s businessmen began to invest to the
mainland in 1983. Today, the pattern for invest-
ment in ripe. As a special pattern of investment,
it not only plays an important role in the economic
development in the mainland as it brings the sec-
ond largest sources of all overseas funds of the Chi-
nese mainland, but also has set up a bridge that
links up Across-Straits to bring about national uni--
ty because of the one of important content for eco-
nomic exchange and co-operation between Taiwand
and the mainland. So, the study has important e-
conomic values and political significance.

In view of the present study situation, the
author chooses GuangXi where there is a delega-
tion in the mainland some western provinces as a
specific region to study. Through application of
some theoris of investment economics and econom-
ic-geography and full and accurate data that come
from Guangxi’s authority, the author analyses and
expouds Guangxi’s condition to introduce Taiwan’s

fund, after studying history and present condition



of investment of Taiwan businessmen in Guangxi,
attempting to find the factor that effects exchange
and co-operation of economy between GuangXi and
Taiwan. along with its effect in fact, draws the
outline and rule of development of investment in
Guangxi.

The study contains four main chapters, about
200000 words and 60 pictures or forms.

Chapter 1 is a part of general discussion. The
Object of study in operation of investment of Tai-
wan businessmen in the whole areas of the main-
land. After the examination of the influences from
content and form of investment items of Taiwan
businessmen. Tainan authorities’s policy for the
mainland, the Chinese goverment’s policy for Tai-
wan, and conditions of investment in all parts’ of
the chinese mainlan, Author systematically analy-
ses these factors that effect investment regional se-
lection and distributionf of Taiwan businessmen.
in the base, and specifically observes and studies
the locus of investment regional selection and
change in investment history of Taiwan business-
men in the mainland. At last, the author arrived



at the conclusion that region of investment gradu-
ally has changed from a point to a large scale in the
province, and from South china to East China,
then to north China, from eastern coastal areas to
western inland in the country during the past
decdes. Now, distribution of mvestment is in-
volued in the two centres: Yangtze river delta and
zu rivev delta, and “T” form as that made by two
lines that included coastal areas and Yangtze river
areas. At last, the author thinks that now it has
formed three distributive possibilities in future, i.
e. the major part of coastal areas of South China,
“T” form (it was composed by Yangtze river and
the coastal areas), “II” form (it was composed
by the coastal areas, Yangtze river and LongHai
(B8 ) railway line).

Chapter I is based on the conclusion of in-
vestment region in Chapter One. it holds that
Guangxi investment condition has her own advan-
tages natural resources, geographical position,
state of labour force, economic base. productive
condition, policy, sense, culture origins, rela-

tions with people of Taiwan. Camparing with the



other provinces in the country, especifially in nat-
ural resources and geographical position in Guangx-
i, the whole investment condition of Guangxi was
understood.

Chapter [ll is the most important one of the
study with four parts. Firstly, the author applies
data to inspect investment history of Taiwan
busimnessmen in Guangxi. Secondly, author in-
spects the relation between the content and form of
the investment like scale, main body, trades, ar-
eas, form, proportion and period, as to find rules
of investment of Taiwan businessmen in Guangxi.
The views and study method have brought forth o-
riginal ideas. Thirdly, through the financial re-
port of 7 enterprises in Nanning, capital of
Guangxi province, the author analyses manage-
ment state of enterprises of Taiwan businessmen in
Guangxi. At last, on the basis of comparsion
with 7 other provinces of China’s mainland, the
author arrived at the conclusion that the scale of
investment in Guangxi is small, trade of invest-
ment scatters, techincal competence falls behind.

Chapter [V is concluding remarks of the
