This book has covered the same topic in three different countries
women’s higher education in the US, Japan and China, using comparative
method through lots of data. It has summed up the distinguishing features
and the same trends of women’s higher education in each country by analy-
zing the histories, developments, ways, distribution in majors and levels,
the aims and thoughts of women receiving higher education. It has induced
that women’s higher education in the US can be generalized into model of
“individual-oriented”, say, European-American type. Women’s higher edu-
cation in Japan can be generalized into “family-oriented” model, Orient type.
Women’ s higher education in China was changed from “family-oriented”
model into “society-oriented” one after the People’s Republic of China was
officially founded in 1949.

This book has studied women’s higher education not only from perspec-
tive of the homologous culture but also from heterogenous culture. There-
fore, it is of significance to both comparaﬁve education science and women’s
studies. At the same time, the book can also be a practical guide to a better
understanding of the newly problems coming from the rising percentage of
women’s enrolment in higher education in China nowadays.

The contents of this book can be divided into six parts, apart from the
introduction and the epilogue, the main body consists of four chapters. The
first chapter has reviewed the beginning of women receiving higher education
in each of the three countries and explored the impetus of the beginning from
comparative analysis. The second chapter has inspected the process of devel-
opment of women’s higher education and induced the features of each coun-
try. Based on the foregoing two chapters, the third chapter has analyzed the

ways and structures of women’s distribution in higher education, and made
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further inspection on departments and curriculum of women colleges in the
said countries. The fourth chapter has analyzed the purposes and thoughts

of women’s higher education. There is a main thread which can put the

theme discussed above together. The ending chapter has summed up the dis-
tinguishing features and generalized the same trends of women’s higher edu-
cation in the three countries and put up some suggestions to women’s higher

education in China.
