Abstract

Annual Report on China and The World Economic Development (2009) , written by an
expert team organized by the State Information Center of China, conducts systematic
analysis and forecast on the domestic and international environment for economic
development, the trend of macroeconomic development, major problems in the
economy, hot topics in industrial and regional economy, orientation of macroeconomic
control, and covers eight major macro-economic fields, nine key industries, six major
economic regions and the four major world economies, in an effort to provide a
systematic and comprehensive reference for governmental departments of different levels,
enterprises, institutions and universities in their decision-making and research.

Experts of the State Information Center believe that the financial crisis that is
sweeping across the world poses a serious threat to the real economy of the world, and
will inevitably have certain impact on the Chinese economy. In the feature section of
the report, in-depth analysis was conducted on the influence of the world financial crisis
to the major fields of the Chinese economy, and the conclusion is that while China
should fully take the impact of this crisis on the economy into consideration, there is no
need to be overly pessimistic; It should be noted that China has a huge domestic
market, a relatively fully-developed industrial system, and abundant foreign exchange
reserves, which ensure that China is able to withstand this crisis, and keeps steady and
fast economic growth of the economy.

In the report, experts believe growth of the Chinese economy will continue to fall
back to some extent, but nonetheless will sustain relatively rapid growth. Even if
moderate decline happens to economies such as the United States, the European Union
and Japan, with appropriate macro control, the Chinese economy can still keep a
growth rate of above 8% . Taken the various factors into consideration, GDP growth of
China in 2009 is expected to reach 9% , with evident decline in the growth of
investment, consumption and net export; CPI will increase about 4% , and registered
urban unemployment rate will rise from 4% to around 4. 3% .

The report suggests that in 2009, China should make ensuring fast yet steady



development of the economy and promoting transformation and upgrading of the
economic structure as the basic orientation of its macro control policies, adopt a
proactive fiscal policy and a flexible and prudent monetary policy, speed up the reform
of pricing mechanism of factors of production to be market-oriented, strengthen national
policy support for technological progress and innovation, promote transformation and
upgrading of the economic structure in the process of this policy shift, bringing China’s
economic and social development to a new level in the face of the challenges posed by

the current worldwide crisis.
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
