Reconciliation of Nature and Humanism :
On New Field Of Vision In The Ecoethics
Abstract

With the aggration of the ecological crisis,
the research in the ecoethics has reached its
prime. Although in the present world of the eco-
logical ethics many problems still remain un-
solved, the fundamental one, that is, the loca-
tion of the scierce in the history of ethics, is be-
coming the highlights. As regards the ecoethics
ethics, there used to be two basic concepts: (1)
the ecoethics is accepted as a branch of social
ethics , so it is nothing but a new bud on the
trunk of traditional ethics and its significance lies
in the fact that it has helped to broaden the field
of ethics , and that it has raised a series of new
questions; therefore, it hasn’t yet led to a deep
revolution in ethics and the reasons for its exis-
tence can only be understood within the range of
social ethics; (2) the ecoethics is a brand — new
but relatively isolated area, the study object of

which is the moral relationship between man and
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nature; therefore, it differs from social ethics that handles the rela-
tionship between human beings and its vitality can be justified
through the construction of its own theoretical system without turn-
ing to traditional ethics for help in the two cases, the former empha-
sizes the dependence of the ecoethics on traditional ethics, while the
latter underscores its independence of social ethics. These are the
two chief opinions concerning the theoretical location of the ecoethics

This thesis embraces the idea that it is unadvisable either to de-
ny the character of the ecoethics or to cut off its relationship with so-
cial ethics so as to locate it theoretically. Seen from a historical point
of view, the birth, growth and prosperity of the ecoethics have, on
the one hand , widened the range of ethics, and have, on the other,
led to a significant turn in the history of human ethical ideology. It
isn’t safe so far to say that the turn has come to an end, yet the real-
istic basis and theoretical premises for the turn have got ready. The
realistic basis is that with the pressing situation of the ecological cri-
sis and with the passive effects of industrial civilization and with all
the human efforts to overcome the two problems , a practical re-
quirement has been made to realize the great turn of human ethical
ideology by building the ecoethics. The theoretical premises are in
the redirection of modern philosophy and modern ethics, the deve
lopment of natural sciences, especially that of ecology, the reconcili-
ation of social sciences, and the significant instructions of Marxism,
all of which have provided a theoretically favourable atmosphere for
the inevitable transformation of ethical ideology. Nevertheless, the

ecological ethics is not intended to create a gap in human ethical ide-



ology. Its ultimate purpose is to break down the isolation between
social ethics and ecoethics through the reconciliation of nature and
man so as to adjust and reform human ethical ideology as well as to
give more concrete support to the moral meditation on the relation-
ship between nature and man.

Generally speaking, the turn of ecoethics ethics asserts itself in
the following aspects. First of all, it has brought about the change
of theoretical formation in ethics. Morality shows the self-discipline
of human spirit, so the logic starting point of ethics is the study of
man in reality who can only be understood in its relationship with
nature and society. Historically speaking , the relationship between
man and nature and between man and man is varying all the time,
so the logical development of human ethical ideology is supposed to
be a process from a “ primitive ethics” stage through a “social
ethics” stage to the “ecoethics” stage. Second, it involves the trans-
formation of theortical nature in ethics. The ecoethics wants to com-
bine scientific know-ledge of nature and human moral affection to-
wards nature, and human appreciation of natural beauty so as to
make it possible for the true and the beautiful to become the good,
and for the good to depend on the true and the beautiful. Third, it
concerns the change of the yardstick of values. The most important
turn provoked by the ecoethics is the shift of moral judement sys-
tem. Intended to break away from anthropocentrism and the limita-
tions in the division of subject and object as well as fact and value,
the ecoethics incarnates both the scales of subject and those of ob-

ject, namely, it admits the diversity and objectivity of moral mea-
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sures. In addition, it causes the reconstruction of moral principles
and regulations. The change of the yardstick of values is sure to re-
quest of the ecoethics the establishment of new moral principles and
regulations in order to adjust the relationship between man and na-
ture. The fundamental principle of the ecoethics is , however, to re-
alize human benefit justice and its primary regulations are to keep a
reasonable consumption, to perform birth control and to uphold
peace.

The study of the significant turn of the ecoethics must be based
on the history and social realities of China. A present topic of gener-
al interest is on how to find a way to link the ecoethics to traditional
Chinese culture. Objectively speaking, there are in the traditions of
Chinese culture plentiful sparkles of thought, which can be absorbed
by the ecoethics. As a matter of fact, it is all essential to cultivate
the cultural heritage of China to enrich the theoretical system of the
ecoethics and to help it spread more widely among people. What
must be noted is that there existed in traditional Chinese culture
primitive systematization, especially the ethical spirit derived from
the patriarchal system, which turns out to be obstacles and hin-
drances in the construction of the ecoethics. Therefore, to make the
ecoethics and traditional Chinese culture communicate with each oth-
er, cultural inheritage and cultural criticism are two indispensable
steps. Practically speaking, Chinese modernization is in sole need of
steady, substained ecological surroundings. Existence and develop-
ment, both of which are caused by the great pressure from the eco-

logical surroundings, are the twin challenges that China today. To



our great pleasure, in China remarkable achievements have been
made in the protection of surroundings, which serves to lay a solid
foundation for the landing of the ecoethics in the country. The main
tasks of the ecoethics today are to penetrate into productive and liv-
ing fields, and by elevating people’s ecological consciousness from
“light green” to “dark green” to play a proper and important part in
creating ideal personality for socialist modernization.

In brief, the ecoethics accepts the unification among nature and
man and society as its theoretical basis, the moral relationship be-
tween man and nature as the object of its study, and the reconcilia-
tion of man and nature as its value-orientation. Therefore, the birth
of the ecoethics will arouse a deep revolution in our modes of think-
ing, our consciousness of value, our attitudes towards life etc. only

to push human civilization up to a new stage.
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
