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The Cold War, American Response to Arab Nationalism, and the Eisenhower Doctrine
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Abstract; Because of the rapid developments of Arab nationalism and the in-
volvement with the Soviets in this area after World War II, the main goal of the
American Middle East policy was not only to control and contain the developments of
Arab nationalism and expansion of the Soviet forces, but to handle the relationship
between Western interests of oil resource requirement and the increasing waves of
Arab nationalism. The Eisenhower Doctrine becomes the most important guideline of
American Middie East policies during the cold war. In general, the implementation of
such policy does not totally succeed from Harry S Truman to Dwight D. Eisenhower,
the main reason lies in the facts that American policymakers, especially Eisenhower
and John F. Dulles overestimated American influence in the Arab world on the one
hand, and they undervalued Arab nationalist power, particularly Gamal Abdel Nass-
er’s political power on the other hand. Meanwhile, the conservative leaders of the
Arab world were unable or unwilling to play the roles of which American policymak-
ers expected for, and this situation led the United States turned its Middle East policy
priority to Israel. Backing up Israel in a more cost - effective way was regarded as

the key to realizing the objectives of America policy.
