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Xiamen Import and Export Commodity Inspection Bureau or
CCIB Xiamen is a branch organiaztion set up in Xiamen by the
State Administration of Import and Export Commodity Inspection of
the people’ s Republic of China. Under direct Leadership of the
State Administration of Import and Export Commodity Inspection,
CCIB Xiamen takes charge of the inspection work of import and ex-
port commodities in Xiamen district and at the Xiamen port. The
principal responsibilities of CCIB Xiamen are; To conduct or ar-
range officially enforced inspection on the important import and ex-
port commodities; To undertake the supervision and administration
over the inspection work of import and export commodities; And to
provide surveying and superintending servies in connection with for-
eign trade. The undertaking is stipulated on the basis of the Law of
the People’ s Republic of China on Import and Export Commodity
Inspection and Regulations for the Implementation of the Law of the
People’s Republic of China on Import and Export Commodity In-
spection.

CCIB Xiamen posseses a strong technical force. There are 245
working staffs currently,87% of the staffs are specilized in different
fields of expertise. Among them, 56% hold senior or middle —
ranking professional titles. To meet the needs of mangement and ad-
ministrative law enforement of import and export commodity inspec-
tion, CCIB Xiamen has established nine administration divisions and
one comprehensive inspection centre which owns three inspection
departments, i. e. Industrial Chemicals and Minerals Ispection De-
partment , Machinery Electric Equipment Inspection Department, A-
gricultural Livestock , Aquatic Products and Foodstuffs Insection De-
partment. As reqired by the development of export oriented econo-
my, CCIB Xiamen has further established CQC Xiamen Audit Cen-
tre. For the convenience of Foreign trade and productionn enter-
priese, CCIB Xiamen has respectively established Xinglin Commod-
ity Inspection Bureau and Haicang Commodity Inspection Bureau
(Preparative Division) in Xinglin and Haicang Foreign tradesmen
Investment area after 1994 and facilitated the economic develop-
ment in those areas.

The aim of CCIB Xiamen is to guarentee the quality of import
and export commodities and to safeguard the lawful rights and inter-
ests of the parties involved in foreign trade. to initiate warm — heart-
ed, high — efficient, civilized and honest style of work and to accel-
erate the smooth development of foreigh trade in Xiamen SEZ.
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
