In the west, there is no ordinary agreement concerning the best way of educa-
tion. Parents, teachers and students have a variety of views. In fact, it might be
argued that it is the very existence of contending points of view that is characteristic
of Western education. It can be seen as far back as in the work of the philosopher
Socrates. Socrates encouraged his students to question everything. But there was no
common agreement that this was the best way to teach. After all, he was sentenced
to death by his fellow citizens for dirting the moral of the young by his method of
teaching. There was no longer tolerance of encouraging student to challenge
traditional beliefs. For example, Darwin’s theory of evolution was forbidden from
schools in some American states on the grounds of religious belief for a long time.

Nowadays the discussion over education surrounds the extent to which learning
should be student-based or teacher-based. Both of the two should decide how it
should be learned, what should be learned, and when it should be learned. It is
generally true that western methods are more student-centred, expecting students to
discover things for themselves rather than depending on the teachers to teach them.
We can see an extreme version of the students centred way at Summerhill, which is
in England established by the educationalist A. S. Neill. The children have their
rights and freedoms to choose what they are going to learn and which lessons they
will attend. In England,the mainstream education is far more strict, demanding that
children attend lessons and follow a national curriculum. As both teachers and
students feel that the pressure of time and leave less chance for an exploratory way to
learn, the curriculum and the importance of obtaining good exam marks tend to reinforce a
more teacher-centred way.

The differences between subjects sometimes decide the extend to which learning

is teacher centred or students centred. For example, in recent years in England,
