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Brief Introduction of
White Horse Wonderland Cave

White Horse Wonderland Cave locates in Jiufeng
Mountains along boundary between Lishi and
Zhongyang counties. Being 27 kilometers away from
Lishi City and 7 kilometers from 307 state highway, it
enjoys a convient traffic. Jiufeng Mountains show a
beautiful landscape. The White Horse Wonderland
Cave is surrounded by nine mountains of forest. Ac-
cording to a through survey by geological and relic ex-
perts, the cave has a absolute geological age of 1.4
hundred million years. It is 500 meters long from the
cave mouth to the bottom. The height difference of the
cave is 168 meters. Hence the cave is called ” first
dangerous cave in northem China” . As it has been as-
certained currently that there are altogether eight caves
in the Wonderland Cave. They are interlinked one with
another and visitors are impressed by their dangerous-
ness, deepness and rareness. In the Cave dangerous
situations and byroads are here and there. Passages in
the cave are wide or narrow. For those wide passages
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troops could be viewed, while narrow ones it is hard to
shelter one person. In the cave so many things are well
worth seeing. They are listed as follow: uneven Sock
Mountain, fairyland Three Celestial Being Cave, way
— blocking fierce tiger shaped Camel Stone, Pearl
Mountain with a wonderful collection of beautiful
things, cloudy Phoenix Mountain, Rotten Wood Bridge
of ancient tree, fine workmanship Stone Pillar, tremble
making Hanging Stone, Walterfall Cave, secluded
Three Celestial Being Pool, Yuxin Stone lying in the
way, stalactite with beautiful sound, Xiangu Cave
causing lingering fear, Black Dragon Head flying in the
air, superb craftsmanship Calabash Cave, Chessboard
Mountain with pleasing scenery, broad expensing Horse
Racecourse, narrow winding lrails in precipice, true to
life Snail Peak, stone with thousand images and stalac-
tites of various models. All those above mentioned put
visitors into a fairyland. Moreover outside of the cave
there stand lots of ancient buildings and stone tablets of
past ages. They are witness of Chinese long history.
Based on popular legends that the cave is sacred place
of rain — pray for people of local and from neighboring
prefectures. According to Lishi County local chronicles
textual researched by tablet inscription that the white

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Horse Wonderland Cave was villa palace for Huang
Emperor in remote antiquity and also was a place to
make pills of immorality for Chishongzi, a successful
immortal. The buildings arround the cave have been
extended in every dynasties since the year of Zhengguan
in Tang Dynasty. The long history and all local legends
all make the cave a mystery. The White Horse Won-
derland Cave not only bears great significance to study
of history, culture , folk customs and kistory of its geo-
logical structure formation but also shows high value in

geological prospecting and tourism development.
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
