Preface

Xu Huping

With a collection of over 400,000, Nanjing Museum is the third largest museum in China, following the
Forbidden Palace in Beijing and the National Palace Museum in Taiwan. This large number of collections
can be divided into two parts according to its origins: (1) More than 200,000 antiques in the two imperial
temporary dwelling palaces in Rehe and Fengtian of Qing Dynasty; (2) More than 200,000 antiques of
different dynasties. excavated and collected in the course of folk custom and Nationality investigations

since 1920s. These valuable cultural relics. with various categories, namely. stone implements, pottery,

jade. bronze, porcelain, lacquer, gold and silver, calligraphy, painting, seal, embroidery, bamboo. wood.

ivory and other materials, are not only an embodiment of the superb wisdom and creativity of the Chinese
nation of the thousands years, but also a vivid description of the Chinese nation’s development. which are

of great value both in history and in art.

However. in the past years, only a smallest part of the relics, as the first-hand materials for academic
research, or exhibits of Chinese culture, gave play to the academic study and exhibition domestic and
overseas, which help us to publicize and carry forward the excellent national tradition, to promote cultural
communication, and to study or have a better understanding of our history and the development of the
nation’s culture. Due to the large number of collection and work force limit in the museum, most of the
antiques are still kept in the storerooms. which are not used in research, publication, and exhibition. We
have generally achieved the preservation function of the museum, but the other two functions-education

and research, have not been brought into full play. which will require the long-term effort of generations.

In order to push the preservation, education, and research functions of the museum onto a high level. to
awake the sleeping collections in the storerooms and let them go nearer to the people, scholars and the
world, and to let more people know Nanjing Museum, we collected the best parts of the ten categories,
such as painted pottery. jade, bronze, gold and silver, red clay teapot, imperial kiln porcelain of Qing
Dynasty. celadon ware of the Six Dynasties, calligraphy, painting, and embroidery, and compile a series of
Gems of the Collections in Nanjing Museum. Though the collections in this series, as compared with the
whole collections of our museum, are just a drop in the ocean, they are the representative gems with final
conclusion by the experts domestic and overseas after long period of study. You could get a hint of the

quality of the various collections in Nanjing museum from this series.

We have carried on the study, arrangement, and publication of the collections for dozens of years, but it
has just started: there is still a long way before us and a large amount of work to do. We are lucky in a
flourishing age with economic prosperity and social stability. in an age for Chinese culture to step into the
world and the splendid future, it is our responsibility to do our best at our own job and leave behind us
more spiritual wealth for the sake of future generations.

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The Development of Calligraphy
through the Ages

Chinese calligraphy, as well as Chinese brush painting, is not only an art of line but also an artistic

creation of independent aesthetic value, which has a long history and is handed down from ancient

- times.

During the course of thousands of years, each period possesses its own development of style and
schools of calligraphers, such as the miniscule script of Qin Dynasty, official script of Han Dynasty.
From Wei. Jin to South and North Dynasties, various kinds of writing styles have been formed Tang
Dynasty saw a prosperity in calligraphy and many famous calligraphers came out, namely, the regular
script by "Yu-Ou-Zhu-Xue"(the surname of four famous calligraphers), cursive hand by "unruly zhang
and Huai", and model style by "Yan and Liu"” in the prosperous period, which are still praised and

copied by later generations.

In the Song Dynasty. literati calligraphy became the mainstream, which was represented by "Su-
Huang-Mi-Cai"(the surname of four famous calligraphers); later in the Yuan Dynasty, the versatile
artist - Zhao Mengfu appeared and exerted even a further influence on the later generations. In the
following Ming Dynasty, calligraphy came to a climax, generations of artists drew the essence of the
achievements in calligraphy from their ancestors and form styles of their own. "3 Songs and 2

Shens"in the early period, Wu School in the middle period represented by "Wen-Zhu-Wang", and "4

Sfamous groups" in the late period, all showed their unique and characteristic style, which stood for the

spirits of their own time.

There were also vigorous calligraphers in Qing Dynasty. In the early time, people learned from
copying the specimens of writings, after the Jiaqing and Daoguang Reigns, they changed to copy the
rubbings from stone tablets. Calligraphers who lived through the collapse of Ming Dynasty showed
their strong personality. In the middle of Qing Dynasty, learners were shackled by the monotonous
scholar's style; it was "the 8 peculiar artists of Yangzhou" who ushered in a new way for learners to
learn from stone tablets. In the later period, the tablet-learner came out, such as He Shaoji, Zhao
Zhigian and Wu Changshuo, who vigorously developed the calligraphy, moreover, their styles

influenced the modern calligraphy deeply.

Both the heginning and the end of the
autographs are incomplete. The upper part of the letter is annotated with "remaining calligraphy of a previous
sage" in seal seript by Cheng Nanyun in Ming Dynasty. At the bottom are four annotations respectively by Yu
Ding, Hu Yan. Wei Ji and Chun Zhi in Ming Dynasty.
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
