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English abstract

Being a systematic research on medium and small size Mon-
gol heroic epics, the work here can be seen as twin of another
work on Jangar, which concentrates on large and cyclic epic Jan-
gar. These two works formed a comprehensive and systematic
research on origin and development of Mongol epic poetry.

The author conducted his analysis on 113 epic texts, which
have been recorded in China, Russia and Mongolia during a long
period. 27 epic texts were directly from the authors won field
work recordings. All the 113 epic texts were discussed here one
by one, to picture their common features and individualities,
their intertextual relations and their sequence of emergence.

The origin of epic singing has been one of the most tough

questions in epic studies. Scholars from Western countries and
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the former Soviet Union have dealt with the origin of Mongol
epic tradition, and they did not reach a consensus yet. Based on
previous research and authors direct investigation of the epic con-
text, the author points out here that the origin of the Mongol
epic tradition was pluralistic. In another word, it has multiple
participation. The primitive Shamanistic world view and
Shamanistic documentation, archaic oral genre and relevant
singing habits, the primitive societys life and struggle, and the
last but not least, oral poets maturation, were all factors of
forming the tradition.

The Mongol epic development has been another question
which lacks of studies. The author discovered a rare phe-
nomenon that the various epics coexist, and belong to one living
tradition, though they were composed in different times, with
different contents, and belong to different types. Furthermore,
the author revealed the core of the epic singing: the framework
of common plots and typology of epic characters. Those common
elements can be traced back to the primitive epic. They have
been the fundamental and decisive factors in the tradition. Based
on the above understanding, the author explored the evolution of
structure of plots and description of characters.

In short, the author approached to the epic distribution, the
performers singing school, the singing centers, and the epic
types. Moreover, the author points out that there are seven
Mongol epic centers in China, they are Bargu, Buriat, Jaruud,
Ordos, Urad, Hoshot in Qinghai and Subei County, and Xin-
jlang Oirat. The tribal and regional features are to be found in

the epics.
