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General Situation

The Tujia people,as called by themselves “Bizika”
(pi2tgi‘kha* in Tujia language), have their own lan-
guage. The language of Guizhou Tujia people has
basically vanished, only some speech sounds reserved
in the names of some places and appellations. They
generally speak Han language and write in Han char-
acters. Guizhou Tujia people are mainly distributed in
Tongren District which is located in the northeast of
Guizhou. According to the population statistics in 1995,
Guizhou Tujia people has a population of more than
1,180,000, making up 17.5 percent of the total Tujia
people in the whole country. It is listed in the 4th place
of the minorities in Guizhou.The Tujia people are more
densely distributed in these places:Yanhe Tujia Autono-
mous County,Yinjiang Tujia and Miao Autonomous
County,and counties of Dejiang,Sinan, Jiangkou and
Tongren City, where more than 10 thousand to 200
thousand Tujia people live respectively, next in coun-
ties of Shigian,Songtao,Wanshan and Yuping.They also
live in counties of Daozhen,Wuchuan,Fenggang and
Meitan of Zunyi City; counties of Zhenyuan,Cengong and
Sansui of Qiandongnan Miao and Dong Autonomous
Prefeture and the City of Guiyang.

The Tujia people have a long history and a unique
culture. With other ethnic groups,they devote them-
selves to exploiting Guizhou, constructing Guizhou and
making the Chinese nation prosperous.

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Dress Figures

Guizhou Tujia people, no matter men or women, all wrap
heads with white or black handkerchieves. In the past, men
wore “Pipa garments”. At present they wear “mandarin jackets”
in summer and gowns which are fastened on the right front in
winter. Women wore pleated skirts but now they wear trousers.
Upper outer garments are fastened on the right front, edged with
wide laces in different colours from collar to front garment
and cuffs. Women and girls also wear aprons. Trousers are edged

with waist belts and the bottom of trouser legs have laces in

different colours.
