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This book aims to bring convenience to the commu-—
nication for Chinese and Britain deaf people by sign
language.

In Feb. 2007, Jinan My Brothers and Sisters Art Troupe
went to Britain to perform on the invitation of Corner
a Britain company. The performance of Chinese deaf ac—
tors received warm welcome from Britain audience. Deaf
people of the two countries felt especially intimate although
there were many differences between sign languages of
China and Britain. They communicated excitedly without
interpreter and felt the inconvenience of the differences.
Then they started to learn from each other and formed an
idea of editing a sign language book of the two countries.

This book edits the most useful sign language about
346 words and 79 phrases including greetings, sightseeing,
shopping, food, hotels, communication, transportation,
finance, stocks, medical care, sports, culture and arts. It
can satisfy the basic needs of communications between
Chinese and Britain deaf people using sign language and
makes a solid base for deeper communications. It is also a
teaching book for staff in disability career, volunteers and
service trades. We hope this book can build a friendship
bridge for communications in sign language between China
and Britain.

Chinese and British sign language have its own
characteristics, this book is just a basic attempt. It is hard
to avoid mistakes and shortcomings. We heartedly wel-
come criticizes from readers.
