grade tourist map of West Lake in Hangzhou city.
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Origin of the Name of “Hangzhou”

It was originated from the story of Yu’ s tamming flood, in which he
togethered seigneurs in KuaiJi, and landed here, so the name of “Yuhang”
came into being. Arrived at Shaokang, Yu nominated his son WuYu as a
feudatory in Yue to take charge of the sacrifice, so it was also called “Yuhang” .
In Qin dynasty, the county of YuHang was set, and then was changed into
“Hangzhou” in Sui dynasty.
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
